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	This cause comes before The Court as a petition to District Court of Appeal of the Florida Second District, pursuant to RULE 9.100, Fla.R.App.P., and seeks the Writ of Mandamus compelling the Appellate Division of the Circuit Court of Florida’s Sixth Judicial Circuit to perform its ministerial duties to properly review complaint number 2003-005071AP-Section 88A (UCN522003AP005071XXXXCV), in which it improperly treated a court-ordered reply for more information as a motion for rehearing (see “Order Denying Petitioner’s Motion for Rehearing,” dated Dec 31 2003). The “effect on proceedings” within This Court is four-fold:


1. It effectively invokes the jurisdiction of the Federal Circuit Courts to issue the Writs of Prohibition -and publicly embarrass the State Court System -for the same reasons outlined herein - and for denial of Due Process and Equal Protection;


2. It necessitates a mandatory appeal to This Court of its final order in the instant case pursuant to RULE 9.030(b)(1)(A), Fla.R.App.P., and clog the courts;


3. By refusing to enforce Florida second-degree felony statutes, it allows Petitioner, Michael Schiavo, a petitioner with “dirty hands,”1 to continue to clog the judicial system with pleas to which he is not entitled;


4. Lastly, it suppresses the Rule of Law, in which any person who is “less conscious” than Theresa Schiavo would feel very great fear of any hospital,


1 The term “dirty hands” is an archaic legal term meaning that the petitioner has committed fraud and/or is asking for that to which he is not entitled; In that Petitioner, Michael Schiavo, has violated Chapter 798 sex crimes and Chapter 825.102(3)(a), the latter a 2nd degree felony, he has “dirty hands” and is not entitled to the relief he seeks.





were they to slip, fall, and become unconscious. Indeed, this fear is well founded, for if a “somewhat conscious” person can become subject to illegal denial of food, medical treatment, etc., in violation of s. 825.102(3)(a), without court or police intervention, then what happens if you were to slip and fall and become either unconscious -or conscious but unable to speak? 


	Under point 4 supra be it known that standing is established, whereby petitioner comes to this court for relief, in that this State law is not enforced and says:


	I petition This Court to remand the case back to the Lower Tribunal and order said court to hold hearings to depose facts and laws. I further petition This Court to order a trial by jury, my right when initially presenting myself before the lower tribunal, a right I waived voluntarily because I felt if the lower tribunal were unfair, it would not grant a jury trial, and if it were fair, then a jury trial would be unnecessary and too costly. I depose and say that I now petition This Court for remand on the merits -and, if possible, a trial by jury, a right normally grantable if I were to re-petition the lower tribunal in new proceedings, thus my waiver I say is moot.


	In the alternate, I petition This Court to issue a Writ of Prohibition to the lower tribunals in case numbers:


2003-008212-CI-20 (Fla. 6th Circuit, Civil), Schiavo v Bush, et al.,; and,


90-2908GD-003 (Fla. 6th Circuit, Probate), In re Guardianship of Theresa Schiavo.


Because the lower tribunal has committed clear error in not considering the second degree felonies committed by petitioner, M. Schiavo, and as outlined in 2003-005071AP-Section 88A; UCN522003AP005071XXXXCV (Fla. 6th Circuit, Appellate), Watts v City of Pinellas Police Dept., State Atty Office for the 6th Judicial Circuit, et al., the case at bar, a Writ of Prohibition will issue.





In support, whereof, I hereby adopt as Initial Brief of the Petitioner, all the filings currently lower tribunal in case number 2003-005071AP-Section 88A as if the same were fully set forth herein.
