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1997 CORPORATE PINEWOOD DERBY RULES





Each company or organization is to build a completely new car each year.    No car or portion thereof, used in any previous year by any group or individual, shall be entered.  Company and organizational logo’s are acceptable and encouraged!





Width: Maximum overall width allowable is 2 and 3/4 inches.





Length: Overall length shall not exceed 7 inches. (Note: Some kits are longer than this,  be careful.)  A car shall not extend beyond the starting line.





Clearance: Cars must have 3/8 inch minimum clearance under the body,  with 1 and 3/4 inches minimum clearance between the inside of the wheels.





Car wheel base must not exceed 4 and 1/4 inches (Center of nail to center of nail.) Note: Some kits may have axle grooves in excess of this length.  It is permissible to use the excess wheel base if it is factory grooved.





Weight: Weight shall not exceed 10 oz.  No loose materials of any kind are permitted in or on the car. The car may be hollowed out and built up to maximum weight by adding additional wood or solid metal only,  provided it is securely attached to the body or chassis. (Liquids are considered loose materials.)





Material: The car shall be made of material from the kit. (Grand Prix car kits #1622 and #17006 only.) This includes body, wheels, and round head nails furnished in kits. Nails may be polished.





Wheels: Wheels are not to be shaved or reduced in diameter or width.  Sand paper may be used to true the wheels,  but contour of wheels cannot be changed. Wheel bearings, washers, and bushings are prohibited.  Surface of the wheels must be flat.  Some of the original surface must be evident and will appear as a bright spot on the surface.





Details: Details, such as steering wheels, drivers, decals, painting and interior detail are permissible as long as the car does not exceed the maximum weight.





Springing: The car shall not ride on any type of springs.





Attachments: The car must be free wheeling with no starting devices. 





Lubrication: Allowed only before inspection and prior to overall race.  No lubrication shall be permitted on exposed surfaces of the wheels.





Inspection: Each car must pass inspection by Official Inspection Committee before it may compete.                                                                                         													    Race Crews will have a maximum of three attempts to bring the car into race specifications.  After each attempt, the team must go to the back of the registration line - not cut ahead of others.   If, after the third attempt the car remains out of specs, it is disqualified from competition.  It may still race, but not compete for a trophy.																							 No portion of the car may extend beyond the trailing surface of the starting peg.  Cars not meeting this criteria may be modified to make qualification standards but must maintain modified configuration throughout the event.                              													      By majority vote, the inspectors reserve the right to disqualify those cars which do not meet these specifications and for any other reason that constitutes foul play.  The decision of the Chief Inspector shall be final.











Eye Appeal: In order for a car to be eligible for the Eye Appeal award, it must compete in the race and will be chosen from the cars not winning the top four (4) speed places.  Cars only will be judged.





If any car jumps the track more than two (2) times in any one heat,  it will automatically be disqualified for that heat.





Every company or organization must be present to race their own car and receive any award.  Companies may opt to have a cub scout from their sponcoring unit act as their driver.





A car with wet paint will not be accepted.
