Andalusia. “Jews, Gypsies, Arabs, Berbers and Moors lived separately in their ghettos or districts; others, with a higher material standard, lived in palaces. Integration between the immigrants and the native population was, however, unavoidable, and since that time the Andalusian people have been an indistinguishable union of these races”. (El Raks Sai'd, 1999) However, in spite of all the cultures that have amalgamated to create it, it is uniquely Spanish.
