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Description:

This text is a brief history of Spain from its earliest known human habitation of the peninsula to the present political situation adopted at the accession to power of King Juan Carlos in 1975. We shall focus mainly from the Roman conquest of the peninsula, because the language that we know as Spanish (actually Castilian) is derived from Latin, a language that influenced many of Western European languages, including our English You will also notice the presence at one time in Spanish history, the dominance of the Moors on the peninsula. Evidence of the Moorish presence still exists in their architecture, although they were expelled at the beginning of the age of exploration. You will read about the unification of the kingdoms of Spain under the Catholic Monarchs and the subsequent expulsion of the Jews and Moors. 

The age of exploration lead to the elevation of Spain as a World power and the numerous wars for dominion and succession that caused her decline with the Spanish American War. Finally, you will learn about the last major Civil War that lead to a forty-year dictatorship and then the reinstatement of the Constitutional Monarchy and democracy in 1975.
