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Description: -

            Architecture in Spain reflects the wide range of groups that has lived in that land. One can see the amphitheaters and aqueducts left there by the Romans who, from the history of Spain, left not only the influence on the languages spoken in Spain. Subsequent influx of peoples also left their architectural marks in Spain. Of great importance is the Moorish tradition that left fantastic castles like the Alhambra and mosques, which were later converted to churches when the Moors were expelled in 1492. 

            The architecture of the Visigoths who were earlier conquering tribes, who came to Spain, still exists and attests to the variety in their architecture. There are also mixtures of Moorish and Romanesque architecture to be admired. To add to the mixture, one sees the Gothic and Renaissance styles, which reflect the reconquest of Spain from the Moors by the Christian forces. Their contribution to Spanish architecture is evident in the wonderful cathedrals that they built. 

          In more modern times, one of the most spectacular constructions is 

“La Sagrada Familia”, which is a mammoth cathedral begun in Barcelona

 in the late 19th century by Antoni Guardi. This cathedral with its eighteen spires is one of the major tourist attractions in Barcelona.
