Character Analyses

Lord Montague 
Lord Montague is the head of the Montague family and father of Romeo. He is an aging man but this does not stop him from maintaining the argument between the two families.
When the tragedy of Romeo and Juliet is revealed, he vows to end the feud and erect a golden statue of Juliet.
Lord Montague’s significance to this scene is obvious, since he is the father of Romeo. He also plays a large role in uniting and breaking the tension between the two families. 


Lord Capulet
Lord Capulet is the head of the Capulet family, husband of Lady Capulet and father of Juliet. He shifts moods easily (saying no one minute and yes the next) and is quick to try to jump into battle. He is furious when Juliet defies his decision that she and Paris be married, as he had always believed that her and Paris was the perfect match. He is not to be topped by Montague, even after their feud is declared over.

In this scene, he responds to Montague’s plan for a Juliet statue with a memorial to Romeo as well. He also compromises with Lord Montague as the horrid scene of his daughter’s death causes the two fathers to grieve.
Lord Capulet’s significance in this scene is much similar to Lord Montague’s role. The two families unite by these two men.
Lady Capulet 

Lady Capulet is the wife of Lord Capulet and mother of Juliet. She demands Romeo's blood when Tybalt is killed. When she thinks Juliet is grief-stricken over Tybalt's death, she suggests hiring someone to murder Romeo in Mantua. She tries to calm her enraged husband when Juliet refuses Paris but does not stay to comfort her daughter. 


Lady Capulet first enters the scene as confused as almost anyone else would be, because all she heard was cries of Romeo, Juliet, and Paris. She eventually discovers that her daughter is dead, which in that moment, she grieves with her husband.


Lady Capulet adds to the grief, which is already very heavy in this scene. She is obviously very upset when she finds Juliet dead.
Balthasar
Servant to Romeo. He brings Romeo the news of Juliet's death and accompanies him to the churchyard. Romeo entrusts him with a letter to his father and threatens him with death if he does not leave.

Balthasar remains in the churchyard but refuses to go near the tomb when discovered by Friar Lawrence.  When Romeo is found to be dead, he admits his part in the events and hands Romeo's letter over to the Prince as proof.

Balthasar’s important role in this scene has to do with the letter to his father, which he hands over to Prince as an evidence of what really happened.
Prince
The prince is the head of the town of Verona, and a man who is constantly troubled by the family feud between the Capulet’s and the Montague’s. 

He is first seen in this scene as an unhappy man for he had to wake up early. When he finds out what happened, he was infuriated. He believes that it was the hatred of both families killed Romeo and Juliet, and that both families should be punished.

The prince was the main theme of this scene. He indirectly unites the family of the Montague’s and the Capulet’s. The scene concludes in the Prince stating: “For never was a story of more woe than this of Juliet and her Romeo.” This marks out a new beginning of the two families, Capulet and Montague.

Page

The “squire” of Paris, who was originally at the scene to accompany him as he laid flowers on Juliet’s grave. He then notices that Romeo and Paris are dueling. He then retreats to summon the Watchmen, who then investigate the scene further, and eventually call the Prince in action.
Watchmen (I & II)

The watchmen are much like bodyguards. They are summoned by the Page to investigate the scene at the Verona churchyard. They inform the rest of the people at the scene with up to date news.
Friar Laurence

A holy friar. He is the one who marries Romeo and Juliet, and also the distributor of Juliet’s “poison” to make her fake dead. His letter which was supposed to inform Romeo of the situation failed to send, thus ending up in this tangled mess.
In this scene, Friar Laurence plays a very big role as everyone turns to him for the true news of the scourged deaths. He confesses every bit of the truth to the parents, as well as to the Prince.

Friar Laurence plays a significant role because he is the main source of solving the mystery. This also supports Prince in making his decision of punishing everyone, as he is sick of the constantly disagreements between the two families.
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
