Forest Service Tank Traps Almost Kill Snowmobiler

2000 National Directory of Environmental and Regulatory Victims

Brent Robson, a county commissioner from Tetonia, Idaho and an experienced snowmobiler, was leading a group of snowmobilers one day in 1998 when, without warning, his machine violently lurched into the air before coming to a rest in the bottom of a 15-foot pit. Robson broke his back and had to spend 12 weeks in a cast and go through extensive physical therapy.

He later learned that the pit that nearly killed him had been constructed by the U.S. Forest Service. The Forest Service has been constructing these pits - or in the words of Idaho Congressman Helen Chenoweth-Hage, "tank traps" - to prevent snowmobiles and other vehicles from accessing the 400 miles of public roads in the Targheee National Forest. Each trap has a 15-foot earthen wall and a 15-foot pit. There are no signs posted to warn recreational users about their location. In fact, the trap that almost killed Robson was in the middle of an ordinary forest road. Because there was snow on the ground, the unmarked trap was nearly invisible.

Outraged by this blatant disregard for public safety, Congressman Chenoweth-Hage sharply questioned Forest Service chief Mike Dombeck and Undersecretary of Agriculture Jim Lyons about the service's policy in a February 1999 hearing. Lyons originally claimed that the traps were intended to protect elk and grizzly bears. The Forest Service's Dombeck finally agreed that the traps posed a serious safety problem and promised to look into the matter.

I Want You to Be Free

I am running for President because I want you to be free . . .

I want to get government out of your life, so that you're free to make your own decisions, manage your own earnings, and live as a free, sovereign individual — not as a dysfunctional child who must be guided, managed, and cared for by an all-powerful government. 

The Issues

In practice, this means I want to: 

· Free you from the income tax by making the federal government so small it can handle its constitutional functions with just the tariffs and excise taxes already being collected. 

· Unlock the door and let you out of the fraudulent Social Security system — so you can decide how much of your income to save and what to do with those savings, and so you can enjoy a truly safe and prosperous retirement. And for those already dependent on Social Security, provide a private annuity financed by selling unneeded government assets. No longer should you have to depend on politicians for your retirement. 

· End the insane War on Drugs that has turned the drug business over to criminal gangs, locked up a million non-violent Americans, spawned law-enforcement corruption, and provided a justification for destroying your individual liberty — whether or not you have any interest in drugs. 

· Make government employees respect every one of the Bill of Rights — keeping your property safe from search and seizure, keeping the government out of areas not specifically authorized in the Constitution, and restoring your freedom to live your life as you think best. 

· Repeal the thousands of gun laws that do nothing to stop gun violence by criminals — but do invade your privacy gratuitously and put you at a disadvantage to violent criminals who will never be inconvenienced by those laws. 

· Bring the troops home from overseas where they breed anti-American resentment — and quit relying on our overwhelming national offense, create a secure national defense, withdraw from all international organizations and mutual-defense treaties, and allow other countries to manage their own affairs. 

For each problem America faces today, my solution involves less government, rather than new government programs, new regulations, new taxes, and new powers for the politicians. I want you to be free to live your life as you think best — not as the politicians claim is best for America. 

What Do You Want?

The other presidential candidates want the burning issue of this election to be: Who is best qualified to lead the nation? 
I want the issue to be: How quickly can we restore all the liberty you've lost to arrogant politicians? 

I want to bind the politicians down from mischief by the chains of the Constitution, as Thomas Jefferson put it. 

I want you to be able to enjoy the real promise of America — which is to live as a free, sovereign individual. 

You may not agree with me on every issue. You may disagree with me on how fast we should downsize government. You may feel I have little chance to win. You may not be sure I could carry out everything I want even if I do win. 

But these are details. The most important question you must ask yourself is this: 

Do you want much smaller government? 

Do you want to be free of the income tax, free of the Social Security tax; free of meddling politicians who believe the only part of your life that belongs to you is what they don't need? 

Do you want to restore the full force and effect of the Constitution? 

Do you want it? 

This is by far the most important question of this or any election season. If you do want much smaller government, it's obvious that you'll never get it with Republicans or Democrats — who are falling over themselves proposing new government programs, new ways to manage your life. 

So the first step you must take is to stop supporting those who are making government bigger. 

Make the commitment to yourself now that you will no longer endorse the actions of those who believe they know how to lead you, to manage you, to run your life. 

Vote Intelligently

If you vote for George W. Bush because you can't stand Al Gore, your vote will be interpreted as an endorsement for every big-government program George Bush wants to inflict upon you. If you vote for Al Gore because you're afraid of the religious right, your vote will be interpreted as an endorsement for all the plans Al Gore has made for running your life. 

The only unmistakable vote you can cast — the only way you can tell the politicians you're fed up with big government and you won't tolerate it anymore — is to vote Libertarian. 

Only in that way can you make it clear that they no longer have your vote in their pocket, that you will no longer vote for anyone who presumes to intrude upon your freedom and sovereignty.

Warning to gun owners, Guns on your Tax Forms

I checked this bill via the Senate site, and this one is scary because of the sneaky, backdoor infringement techniques to rob us of more Constitutional rights.  Please contact your elected representatives about this one.

Senate Bill SB-2099 will require us to put on our 2000 1040 federal tax form all handguns that you have or own.  It may require fingerprints and a tax of  $50 per gun.  It uses the ruse of ensuring that all income from the sale or transfer of a handgun is reported to the IRS.  The bill was introduced on Feb.  24 and will be publicized only after it is voted into law. Because this is an amendment to the Internal Revenue Act of 1986, the Finance Committee can pass this without approval of the entire Senate.  The full text of the proposed amendment is on the U.S. Senate website (www.senate.gov).  Enter "SB-2099” into the "Search By Bill Number" box and check it out.

Note that criminals with felony records will be exempt from having to register their guns because it would violate their protection 

You know who to write, e-mail, and call; I strongly suggest you do.  Please send a copy of this e-mail to everyone you know who values their Constitutional rights, owns a gun, or may want to in the future.  We not only must STOP this bill, but also STOP this way of attacking our rights!

Note: as of 29 August 2000, the last action listed for this bill took place on 24 February 2000, and the status is listed as "Read twice and referred to the Committee on Finance."  (
Freedom of Choice

We live in America, “Home of the Free”, but our freedom of choice has diminished over the years.  Take health care, for instance.  Once we could chose not only our doctors but also whether to visit them or have them visit us.  Now we not only have little choice whom to go to, but we have to wait even after having made an appointment!

How did this all happen?  As with most restrictions on our rights, we can look to the government.  When Medicare was passed in the 60’s, it was supposed to be relatively cheap.  However, prices soon grew out of control.  So the government instituted price caps.  This didn’t always cover the costs incurred to physicians had to pass the costs on to their other patients.  When those patients complained, congress created HMOs.

That’s right!  The evil HMO, which Gore professes a desire to leash, was created by congress in 1972.  Now HMO’s have further restricted our right to choose.  Want to see a specialist? Making the Drug War Acceptable to Libertarians

I am proposing that before any police power goes on a drug raid they must have all the proper forms in order.  The first dorm to be filled in is for the police agents going on the proposed raid.  It would be called the “Re-defining Crime” form.  This would consist of a briefing to the officers followed by the signing of the form to certify that they both received and understood their instructions.  The briefer would explain to the agents that a “crime” is whatever the powers in charge say it is (not to be confused with “we the people”).  This step is required because many citizens are under the “controversial” impression that a crime is where someone does fraud or harm to the person or property of another person called the victim.

All other forms are to be filled out by the intended subject of the drug raid.  The second form is known as the “Forfeiture of Personal Responsibility” form.  It is also know as the “Government Permission to ‘Help’” form.  A notarized and signed copy must be on file at headquarters.

The third form is known as the “Property Rights Waiver”.  It also must be signed and notarized by the subject and on file at Headquarters.  This is required to allow the police access to their loot (Asset Forfeiture). 

Form four reminds Libertarians of the Fourth Amendment to the U.S. Constitution.  It is called the “Probable Cause Waiver” and must also be signed, notarized and on file.

Form five (Fifth Amendment) is known as the “Due Process Waiver” and form six (Sixth Amendment) will be the “Jury Trial Waiver” form.  All properly obtained from every intended victim of the War on Drugs.

Asking the police power to fill out forms as if they were ordinary citizens may seem cruel and unusual by many, but I wish to reassure them.  Form seven, I believe, can be combined and included in form six with the proper wording.  Also, form eight (The “Cruel and Unusual Waiver”) can likewise be dismissed if the Department of Corrections is willing to certify that the number of violent criminals currently incarcerated greatly exceeds the number of non-violent detainees and political prisoners.

However, other requirements must still remain.  The ninth form (“Privacy Rights Waiver”) must still be accomplished.  In addition, the intended victim must also have authorizes that the money intended to enforce these actions is to be deducted from their paycheck.

Citizens of California must also waive other right (prop 215) conferred by the people of the State if they conflict with Federal Police Policies.  This in turn also requires another waiver since the U.S. Constitution contains no provision for Federal Police.
