Shortwave Radio; Tune into the World











Class Description:





Did you know that you can hear programs from all over the world via shortwave radio from the comfort of your own home? Why limit yourself to listening to local AM/FM broadcasts, when you can hear news, sports, music and other interesting programming from shortwave stations all over the world. Some of the topics discussed will be the shortwave radio spectrum, what broadcasts you can hear, when to listen and on what frequency, what radio to use and the cost (as little as $40), what things you can receive from shortwave stations, shortwave antennas and more. We will listen to shortwave broadcasts from various stations, and show reference material, QSL cards, pennants and other items received from shortwave stations. (NOTE: This is not a class in HAM/Amateur Radio).
