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Presentation

Educational organizers work  in  the  framework of  the  program of  Non Formal Education. The objective of this program is to generalize education  and give a second chance to the children aged between 8 and 16 years. They can  be either provided with schooling or not for socio-economic reasons.

The program of Non Formal  Education  has been  under  the aegis of  the National  Education  Ministry  since  its  launching  in  1997  by the  ex-minister Mr. Rachid  Belmokhtar. He  promised   the  educational  organizers during  the opening of the first training session to  be  integrated  within the  teaching  body after two years of work.

In fact, a group of 315 organizers were  integrated  in  1999  followed  by another one of 80 in 2001 through the occasional teaching. But this process was stopped unilaterally in spite of  the  promise  given  by  the  actual  minister  Mr.  Habib Lmalki on June 23rd 2003. He affirmed to regularize  this file through  the access of the  educational  organizers  to the  training  centers. This  undertaking came after an open sit-in in front of the Ministry in  charge  and a  hunger  strike of 43 days as well as the different serious interventions of the police.

Consequently, the   situation   of   the  educational   organizers  and   their families is deplorable especially after freezing of their wages since July 2005 as a result of the new design implemented by the Secretariat of State in Charge  of Illiteracy Education and  Non  Formal  Education. Indeed, this  non  considered position intervenes with the detriment of the  considerable  efforts  provided  by the organizers for about a decade.

Moreover, at  the   time   when   they  aspired   to  an  administrative  and financial regularization of their file through the promises  implemented  by  the Ministry during several meeting, the actual minister carried  out the  integration of 306 organizers working in the  framework  of  the  associative  organizations sponsored   by   the  Moroccan   Bank   of   Foreign  Trade  for  Education  and Environment. In  addition, the  Ministry  decided  to  establish   418  occasional instructors with tenure of A-level or not through their access to training centers.

Indeed, there is reason to announce the very difficult organizers situation: most of them are married, having  mouths  to  feed and  advanced  in age. They had worked  under  painful  conditions  not  in  accordance  with  the  fair labor standards(social security, family allowances…).

In view of what preceded and considering the  shortage of  staff  that  the National Education Ministry knows and organizers professional and educational experiments, their  merit  is  more   than   ever  to   be   integrated  permanently; especially they are B.A holders in various specialties.
