3. Plural Nouns
Here are the guidelines for creating plural nouns

*Add S to form the plural of most nouns



Ex:  student: students   girl: girls   computer: computers

*If the noun ends in S, SH, CH, or X, add ES


Ex:  class: classes   wish: wishes   inch: inches   box: boxes

*If a noun ends in Y, form plurals in one of two ways:


-If the letter before Y is a consonant: change Y to I + ES




Ex:  company: companies    city: cities


-If the letter before Y is a vowel:  just add S




Ex:  essay: essays     monkey: monkeys

*If a noun ends in F, form plurals in one of two ways:



-Add S to most nouns:




Ex:  chief: chiefs   proof: proofs


-In some case, change the F to V + ES




Ex:  self: selves   wolf: wolves   leaf: leaves


-Exception: This rule doesn’t hold for names: Wolf: Wolfs

*If a noun ends in O, form plurals in one of two ways:



-Add S to most nouns




Ex:  radio: radios    piano: pianos


-In some case, add ES




Ex:  tomato: tomatoes   hero: heroes

*Some nouns change their spelling when they become plural.



Ex:  child: children   foot: feet   man: men  

*Some nouns have the same form whether they are singular/plural.


Ex:  deer: deer  Vietnamese: Vietnamese  pants; pants


*In compound words, make the main words plural:


Ex:  mother-in-law: mothers-in-law    sister-in-law: sisters-in-law

The exercises:  Change the following nouns to plural nouns.


Roach, alto, cameo. Lily, sex, cry, potato, kitten, silo, proof, goose, mouse, 

ox, tooth, woman, moose, Portuguese, series, sheriff, axis, basis.
