.      1.  To get on: (to enter, board): (buoc len, len)

I always get on the bus at 34th Street. (Toi luon lon len xe bus tai duong so 34.)


William gets on the subway at the same station every moprning. (William len xe dien tai tram going nha moi sang)

2. To get off: leave, descend from: (xuong , buoc xuong tu)

Helen got off the bus at 42nd Street. (Helen xuong xe bus tai duong so 42.)

At what station do you usually get off the subway? (Tai tram xe dien nao ban xuong?)

3. To put on: ( ma*.c, mangMary put on her scarf and left the room. (Mary mang cai khan quang co vao va roi phong.)

Put your hat on before you leave the room? (Hay doi non len truoc khi ban roi phong.)

4. To take off: (co*~i ra)

John took off his hat as he entered the room. (John coi non ra khi ong ta buoc vao phong.)

Is Helen taking off her coat because it is too warm in the room. (Helen dang coi ao lanh ra vi trong phong am lam.)

5. To call up: (goi dien thoai)

I forgot to call up Mr. Jones yesterday . (Toi da quen goi dt cho ong Jones.)

Did anyone call me up while I was out? (Co ai goi dt luc toi di vang khong?)

6. To turn on: (mo*~, ta*’t)

Please turn on the light (Lam on tat den.)

Someone turn on the radio in this room while we was out. (Co nguoi da mo radio khi chung ta o co o day.)

7. To turn off: (ta*’t)

Shall I turn off the radio or are you still listening to it? (Toi se tat radio hay ban van con dang nghe?)

Shall I turn the oven off? (Toi co nen tat lo` khong?)
8. Right away: (ngay lap tuc)

She says that dinner will be ready right away. (Co ta noi buoi com toi se san sang ngay lap tuc.)

Can you come to my office right away? (Ban co the toi van phong toi ngay bay gio khong?)

9. To pick up: (nha*.t len, ddo’n/ru*o*’c)

David picked up the newspapers which was on his desk. (David nhat to bao tren ban len.)
I would have picked it up if I had noticed it. ( Toi da nhat no len neu toi biet no)

10. At once: (ngay bay gio)

He asked me to come to his office at once. (Ong ay hoi toi den van phong ong tan gay bay gio)

I want you to send this telegram at once. (Toi muon ban goi buc dien tin ngay bay gio.)
