.      1.  To get up: (S) to arise, to move from a lying, to a standing position: thuc day, dung day

I get up at seven o’clock every morning. Moi buoi sang toi thuc day 7 gio

The man was so weak that the nurse was unable to get him up.

Nguoi dan ong yeu den noi co y ta o the dung ong day
2. At first: originally, in the first instance: dau tien, lan dau, luc dau.
At first he seemed to find English very difficult, but later he made very good progress.
Luc dau duong nhu cau ta thay Anh van rat la kho’, nhung sau do ong ta rat la tien bo.

At first  I thought it was John who was telephoning to me. 
Luc dau toi nghi do la John nguoi da goi dien thoai cho toi

3. To wait for: to expect, await: cho doi, mong doi 
We will wait for you on the corner of Broadway and 86th Street

Chung toi doi ban o goc duong Broadway va duong so 86.

We wait for him more than an hour and finally left.  
Chung toi doi ong ta hon 1 gio va sau cung chung toi phai (bo) di.
4. As usual: as always, customarily: thoi quen, thuong le, 

George is late for class again as usual. George vao lop tre nhu thuong le.
As usual Dora won first prize in the swimming contest

Nhu thuong le Dora da thang giai nhat trong cuoc thi boi loi

5. At last: finally: sau cung.
We waited and waited and at last John arrived. Chung toi cho va cho va sau cung John cung toi.
Has he finished that work at last? Ong ay sau cung roi cung xong viec do phai khong?
6. To find out:  to get information, discover, learn: tim ra, kham pha.
I was unable to find out the name of the man who called. 
Toi khong co the tim ra cai ten nguoi dan ong da goi .

Will you please try to find out for me what time that train arrives
Lam on ban se co gang tim ra cho toi may gio xe lua toi duoc khong?

7. To look at: to direct the eyes toward, watch: nhin thang phia truoc.
The teacher told us to look at the blackboard and not at our books.
Giao su noi voi chung roi hay nhin len bang va dung nhin vao sach
I like to walk along a country road and look at the stars at night.
Toi thich di bo doc theo con duong lang va nhin sao dem.

8. To look for:  to search for, seek: tim kiem.
He has spent an hour looking for the pen which he lost.
Ong ta trai qua 1 gio de tim kiem cay viet ma ong mat

We have look all over for you. Chung toi tim ban khap noi.
9. All right: satisfactory, correct: hai long , dung vay.
He said that it would be all right to wait in this office for him.
Ong ta noi co the doi ong ta trong van phong nay duoc.

Will it be all right with you if I pay back that money tomorrow instead of today?
Ban nghi co duoc khong neu toi tra so tien do vao ngay mai thay vi hom nay?

10. Right here,right there, right now: exactly here, exactly there, immediately: ngay day, ngay do, ngay bay gio
He said that he would meet us right here on this corner. 
Ong ta noi ong se gap chung roi ngay day tai goc duong nay
Let do it right now. Hay lam no ngay bay gio.
The exercises:  Substitute the corresponding idiomatic expression.
1. Mary is seeking the pocketbook which she lost yesterday. Mary dang tim quyen so nho ma she danh mat hom qua.
