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One goal of the Division of Special Education is the development of new
programs and practices to provide effective instructional services. The goal
of education for students in special education programs is to assist them in
becoming participants in society to the fullest extent possible. It is hoped
that this goal can be achieved through Division of Special Education
educational and instructional programs and services.

In certain programs, goals cannot be fulfilled solely by teachers. Teachers
and paraprofessionals must work together in these programs to meet individual
student needs.

The Role Of The Teacher

The responsibilities of the classroom teacher include:

. scheduling and supervising academic and non-academic activities for
students.

. developing instructional units and translating them into weekly/daily
lesson plans.

. evaluating all plans and activities.

. meeting informally and formally with the paraprofessional to evaluate
student progress and staff responsibilities.

The role of the paraprofessional is to assist the teacher with both
educational and non-teaching tasks. Some of these duties and responsibilities
may include:

. assisting at breakfast/lunch periods.

. assisting with bus arrival and departure.

. assisting in taking attendance.

. escorting students to support services and other out-of-class
activities. This may include toiletting when toilet is out of the room.

. assisting in attending to the physical needs of the students: dressing,
toiletting, etc.

. providing assistance in emergency situations: student illness, minor

emeriencies, and sudden crises are exami1es of such situations. Follow "

. assisting in planning for and providing individual reinforcement and
small group instruction in academic and non-academic areas, as assigned
by the teacher.
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maintaining physical environment along with the teacher and students.
. assisting in observing and recording student performance/behavior.

. assisting with record keeping and scoring of objective tests.

. exchanging relevant student information with the classroom teacher.

. reinforcing social, cognitive and behavorial instructional objectives
detailed by the teacher.

. actively participating in student or M

systems.
