Presents, as a bibliography using the Harvard system, a written

· Has eight [8] source items, 1 of which is an extended critical item. 

· Presents the items in a bibliography which consistently uses the conventions of the Harvard System.

Medium (3)
· Has eight [8] source items, 1 of which is an extended critical item, and presents them in a bibliography format that mostly uses the conventions of a Harvard System.

Very Low (1)

· Uses a number of source items in a bibliography with imperfections and an unclear format.

Criterion Two:
Notes the nature and relevance of each item

Very High (5)
· Notes the nature and relevance of each source item.

· Comments on its likely usefulness for an intensive study of the study text

Medium (3)
· Introduces each source item with a statement of its nature.  

· Provides a simple indication of its relevance and limited comments on its role in an intensive study of the study text.

Very Low (1)
· Provides a simple statement of the nature of each source item.

Criterion Three:

· Explains the perspective or approach taken by the writer of the source item to the study text, or to literature in general.

Medium (3)
· Points out simply the perspective or approach taken by the writer of the source item to the study texts, or to literature in general. 

Very Low (1)
· Omits a statement of the perspective or approach taken by the writer of the source item to the study texts, or to literature in general, but does imply or suggest that a point of view exists.

Criterion Four:
Summarises the key ideas and concerns of the extended critical 

item in 250 to 450 words.

· Provides a concise, detailed, clear precis of the source item’s ideas and argument, showing how they illuminate the text.

· Writes concise, clear, coherent bibliographic annotations with correct syntax, punctuation and paragraphing

Criterion Three:
Uses direct quotes from the chosen text to support the exposition


of analyses and descriptions.

Very High (5)
· Quotes directly from the study text with relevant and  effective and quotations that construct and support the argument or close analysis presented by the essay

Medium  (3)

· Quotes directly from the study text with relevant quotations that support or illustrate the points being made in the argument or close analysis of the essay.

Very Low (1)
· Uses little direct quoting from the text, and that quoting is mainly decorative.

Criterion Four:
Uses appropriate language, register and essay conventions.

Very High (5)
· Uses a consistent essay form which includes an appropriate introduction, reasoned exposition; effective conclusion; appropriate paragraphing and sentence structure.  

· Uses an appropriate register for the close analysis of literature.

Medium  (3)

· Uses a structured essay format with a functional introduction;  reasoned exposition; and summary conclusion. 

· Uses paragraphing and sentence structure that are generally satisfactory, but some mistakes or confusions. 

· Uses a suitable register for the close analysis of literature.

Very Low (1)
· Demonstrates few aspects of an accepted structure. 

· Contains numerous errors in paragraphing, sentences and other 
language mechanics.

Criterion One:

· Provides a focused, well reasoned, evaluative interpretation of both texts drawn from a detailed analysis of each study text. 

· Builds the interpretation on similarities and differences in the exploration of the theme or connecting idea. 

· Integrates into the evaluation a balanced treatment of both texts.

Medium  (3)

· Provides an evaluative interpretation, drawn from an analysis of each study text, that compares  the two texts  in their exploration of the theme or connecting idea.

Very Low (1)
· Demonstrates that the texts explore the theme or connecting idea. 

· Provides no effective comparison and contrast, possibly some poorly supported statement of effectiveness of the texts.
Criterion Two:
Provides evidence from both the texts studied to develop argument.

Very High (5)

· Uses relevant and well chosen evidence from both the texts studied and integrates the evidence to develop the argument.

Medium  (6)

· Uses relevant evidence from the texts studied to develop the argument.

Very Low (1)
· Provides little evidence from the study texts to support argument or discussion.

· Uses relevant and well chosen evidence from critical items and integrates the evidence to develop the argument.
