Dissertation Research: "Magic, History and Slavery in Rural Imerina’, a 20-month
research project conducted in Madagascar between 1989 and 1991, funded by a
Fullbright-1EE. | conducted about seven months of detailed archival research,
largely in the Arsivam-Pirenena, or National Archiveswith court and
administrative documents written in Malagasy during the 19th century. The
archival work also overlapped with ethnographic fieldwork in and around the
town of Arivonimamo and especially the rural community of Betafo in Western
Imerina. Topics ranged from the gathering of oral historiesto participat
observation in mortuary ritual, spirit mediumship, research on magical practice,
astrology, narrative, and collective decision-making; all of it conducted in the

Malagasy language.
