Why Not “Wing-it?”

The Pilot Proficiency Program

FAR 61.56 describes the very minimum & basic of flying proficiency, the Flight Review. But, for those that want more, there is an alternative. You can Wing-it!  Paragraph (e) of the same regulation, describes that by completing a “Phase” of the Pilot Proficiency Program, (aka “Wings” Program) is the same as completing a Flight Review.

Why the Pilot Proficiency Program?

By completing a “Phase” of the program, the FAA will present to you; a completion certificate suitable for framing, a lapel “Wings” pin, credit for passing a flight review (your CFI signs your logbook). In addition, most aviation insurance companies recognize the value of the program and may offer reduced rates on your aviation insurance, check with them to see. Think of it as your personal recurrent training program.


What’s involved?

First step, attend an FAA sanctioned Aviation Safety Seminar, this is the “Ground” portion of the program. While you’re there, pick up a Pilot Proficiency Program, “Wings” Card, and have it signed by the FAA or Aviation Safety Counselor. You’ll find out all the details of the program there, and have your questions answered. The Wings Program is available to almost any licensed pilot! The seminars are informative, free, and a fun way to meet others that share in joy of aviation as you do!

Where are these seminars?

Safety Seminars occur all over the U.S. broken down into Districts that each FAA FSDO oversees. The upcoming seminars are listed to the right on this flyer and are all within the Arizona District.
