                                               Athlete's Code Of Conduct





The following rules have been established for the athletes for Club trips:





Ghetto blasters are not permitted. The bus is usually equipped with a stereo and VCR which are available for the athlete's use. Athletes are welcome to bring cassettes and tapes but because of the age variance of the athletes, we encourage music and videos that are acceptable to all. Please check with the chaperones before playing. If deemed unacceptable, tapes will be held by the chaperones for the duration of the trip. Personal stereos for the athlete’s use are permitted.





Alcohol and drugs are strictly prohibited. Please advise the chaperones of any prescription drugs that you have with you.





Curfew times will be established on the bus before arrival at the hotel. Athletes are expected to be in their rooms and ready for bed at curfew time. Curfew time means music is off, TV is off, and lights are off. Excuses such as "the movie isn't over" or  "our pizza isn't here yet" etc. will not be accepted. Pizza must not be ordered without the permission of the chaperones.  Mixed company in the athlete’s room is only permitted if the door is blocked open.  There will be zero tolerance for mixed company in rooms after curfew.





Telephones and pay movies in the athlete's rooms will be disconnected on arrival at the hotel. Athletes are able to use the chaperone's room phones or the payphones as required. Movies may be ordered by the chaperones for viewing by the athletes on occasion. 





Athletes must have the chaperone's permission to leave the hotel or team for any reason.





Swimming may or may not be permitted depending on race times etc.





Any disciplinary infractions will be dealt with. Breaking curfew, showing disrespect for chaperones, coaches or other athletes and excessive noise in the hotel are unacceptable. Discipline may include:





. A letter outlining the infraction to the parents.


. Requirement for parents to accompany athletes to upcoming meets.


. Suspension from participation in upcoming meets.





Serious discipline infractions will result in athletes being placed on a bus and sent home at the athlete's cost.





Remember that the chaperones are volunteering their time to ensure you have a safe and          enjoyable trip. Without chaperones, there will be no trips.
