Possible Outcome:

· Economic & diplomatic sanction

· Expulsion from the organization

· Military presence (possibly force)

· Loss of rights & privileges

Difficulties experienced by international courts and tribunals in attempting to enforce international laws:

· Relies on voluntary agreement
( Difficult to gain and maintain 
( Unwilling to obey the Court’s decision

· No international sovereign

· No central authority or control 

· Rules are unclear and various between different culture

· No internationally authorized police force

· Weak judicial authority
