· Unit 1, P.11: Comparative and superlative adjectives

· Comparative adjectives

We use comparative adjectives to compare two (groups of) people, things or places.

e.g. 
Two IFC is taller than One IFC.


This watch is more expensive than that watch.


These new shoes are less comfortable than my old shoes.

We use more or less to form comparative adjectives when the adjective has three or more syllables, e.g. more beautiful.

· Superlative adjectives

We use superlative adjectives to compare three or more (groups of) people, things or places.

e.g. 
These sports shorts are the smallest size.


What is the most popular mobile phone model this year?


This is the least expensive car I’ve ever seen.

We use the most or the least to form superlative adjectives when the adjective has three or more syllables, e.g. most beautiful.

· Unit 2, P.30: Reporting statements

· In the simple present

1. take away the quotation marks.

e.g. ‘ I have the Cars DVD,’ said Jason.         Jason said (that) he had the Cars 

DVD.

2. use a reporting verb – “said (that”

e.g. ‘ Superman looks silly,’ said Matt.        Matt said (that) Superman looked 
silly.

3. change the verb tense from the simple present to the simple past.

e.g. ‘Tom hates cartoons,’ said Donna.        Donna said (that) Tom hated 
cartoons.

4. change pronouns and possessive adjectives. e.g. I       he/she; your      my/our.

e.g. ‘I like your Shrek T-shirt,’ said Lisa.       Lisa said (that) she liked my Shrek 
T-shirt.
5. change the time words, e.g. now         then; tomorrow          the next day.

e.g. ‘Jurassic Park 4 starts today,’ said ED.         Ed said (that) Jurassic Park 4 
started that day.
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
