Comments/Feed back on the argumentative essay submitted before Easter:

1. Grammar 

· Concentrate on concise, simple sentences to cut down on making grammatical mistakes!

· Consider subject + verb structure in sentences.  Some people omit using the subject at the start of a sentence when there should be a subject!
· Consistency with tenses

· If your viewpoint is ‘now’ use:  present (simple/continuous) with present perfect or future.
Our postman usually delivers our mail at 7 am every morning.  It's nearly lunch-time and the mail still hasn't arrived.  I suppose the mail will come soon.  Perhaps our postman is ill.

· If your viewpoint is ‘then’ use:  past (simple/continuous) with past perfect. 
When I lived in London the postman usually delivered our mail at 7 am every morning.  Usually no one in our household had got up when the mail arrived.
N.B.  If you are using the present tense or past tense in the main clause, make sure you also use the present tense or past tense in the subordinate clause (‘proximity rule’).  So be consistent with your tenses!

e.g.

He tells me he's a good tennis-player.

He told me he was a good tennis-player.

· Use of ‘since’
It means:  1. for the reason that …
 2. from that time until now 

1. Since you are drunk, I will drive you home.

2. I have not seen the students since last week.


2.
Spelling
broaden  not  boarden!

To broaden  =  to make wider/broader   e.g. We need to broaden our horizons.
To board = to go on a boat/ship or plane. 

There is no such word as boarden!

3.
Punctuation/grammar
Use full stops!  Avoid making unnecessarily long sentences.
