Who or whom

Rule 1: 
Use who when it is the subject (doer) of a verb:

   
I wish I knew who wrote it.

Rule 2:   Use whom when it is the object (the person directly 
affected by the verb):


Whom should I see when I arrive?


Rule 3:    Use whom if it is governed by a preposition:



He is the man to whom I gave the money. 

1. It is he to whom I had given my watch.
(Correct.  Rule 3 - to (preposition) whom).


2. Who have you got that from?
(Incorrect.  Rule 3 - from (preposition) whom).


3. This sentence is written by someone whom, it appears, is illiterate.
(Incorrect.  Rule 1, therefore who:  who is illiterate.  'It appears' is, as it were, in brackets).


4. The tenant, whom we thought to be trustworthy, has burnt the house down.
(Correct.  Rule 2, therefore whom: we thought whom (object) to be trustworthy).


5. Whom do you suppose is coming to tea?

(Incorrect.  Rule 1, therefore who: who is coming to tea?  'Do you suppose' as it were, in brackets.)

Used to + infinitive  (to talk about a 'past habit')

e.g.
He used to smoke in the past, but he doesn't smoke now.


        (  he used to smoke  (          he doesn't smoke__

     2 years ago            now


i.e. the habit has stopped.

e.g.
I used to watch TV a lot.  (= I watched TV quite often 





in the past, but I no longer 





do this.)  

N.B.
'I used to do something' is past. 

You can't say:

· 'I use to do'(
But you can say:

· Did you use to eat a lot of sweets when you were a child? (
Here, did is already in the past tense, so you say use to in questions.

2. Used to + (verb+ing) to mean:  something that isn't strange 




      or new anymore

e.g.
I am used to the weather in Hong Kong.  (= I don't 

mind the hot weather anymore).

e.g.
I am used to driving on the left because I've lived in the 
UK for a long time.  (= driving on the left is not new to 
me anymore).

N.B.
The 'to' is a preposition in 'used to' here and is not part 
of the infinitive.

· Frank is used to living alone.  (not 'Frank is used to live')

· Jane had to get used to driving on the left. (not 'get used to drive')

· Janet is American.  She came to Britain and at first she found driving on the left difficult.  When she arrived in Britain, she wasn't used to driving on the left, but she soon got used to it.  Now she has no problems.  She is used to driving on the left.

3.
Get used to (something):

· Some friends of yours have just moved into a flat on a busy street.  It is very noisy.  They'll have to get used to the noise.


· Sue moved from a big house to a much smaller one.  She found it strange at first.  She had to get used to living in a much smaller house.
