Functions and other activities

The Reformation is commemorated annually on the last Sunday of October during the Huguenot Festival held in Franschhoek. The Reformation Service is held at the Huguenot Monument on occasion. The annual members’ meeting of the Huguenot Society is held at Franschhoek the day before. Family gatherings during this weekend are encouraged to give the family an opportunity to make a presentation on their family history at the annual meeting.
