Introduction

 

The world as we see it is that of solidity and realism; solid rock and flowing water, bracing air and smouldering fire. The world is visible, we can touch it, and we can feel it. It is accessible to our senses and to our minds. There is nothing in it that is indistinct or abstract. There is no confusion over what is and what is not. We can observe the physical mechanisms, the push and the pull, the thought and the action, the cause and effect. The world is open to us, but only by way of our five senses. When we interact with the world, we see its colours, hear its sounds, smell its aromas, feel its textures and taste its flavours. 

 

Yet behind this comfortable and navigable world, there are mechanisms at world, energies and intelligences freed of the yoke of physical bodies, bereft of mortality and limited not by the weak fallacies of the corporeal. Behind the stark and colourless façade of the world of matter and motion is an intense and vivid world, lost in its infinity, yet maintained by a meticulosity beyond that conceivable in the real world. This is the realm of the ethereal, the hidden workings behind the world. This world of matter is cold and empty, a barren wilderness, if it were not for the enlivening energies propounded by the other world. This domain is the depths of the pool, against the flat surface of the world. The ripples that trace our world are the products of the movements and missions of the depths that we cannot penetrate. 
 

This other world, this bottomless domain beyond the likes of the world of the corporeal, is one of the many, many levels of this Creation, and doubtless has its own external depths. Nothing is without its prospects, its goals and its greater humility.

 

 

3) The Nature of Reincarnation

 

3:1As mentioned, each carnation is followed by a period of reflection. This could vary from an hour to several decades, depending on the previous life. For example, a soul that had lived a life of deep intellectual and spiritual development may take decades to reflect on its life, whilst a soul that had lived a harsh and brutal life could take a few weeks. Note that we are thinking here is purely human terms; we are thinking that a good, fruitful and productive life entails great intellect, wisdom and a good standard of living. Also, the actual length of a life would bear little measure on a soul, which is immortal or near- immortal, as the existence of a soul is not bound by physical and temporal laws; rather, it is measured by the development and passions of the soul

 

Example
A man could be born into a slum of a poor country, become a petty thief, and cause much pain and suffering, but if he renounces his corrupt ways, he will have developed more than a man who was born to a good family in a wealthy country, who lives a comforted life surrounded by beauty and splendour. 

 

3:2 As the soul experiences more and more incarnations and more incarnations that favour development, it will better itself, which will be reflected in future incarnations.

As will be discussed later, a soul takes human bodies to develop itself in the mortal world, which can be analogous to ‘work experience’ or ‘field training’, as the limitations and inequalities of the mortal world, as humans perceive them, offer prime conditions and environments for development.

 

A soul is unlikely to fully develop itself in one incarnation, or even five. It is likely souls take many bodies, in many ages, in many lands, in many conditions. This rich mix of environment gives the best possible situations for development. A cycle of mortal development could take the form of fifty ‘low- quality’ incarnations, or ten ‘high-quality’ incarnations, as put in simple terms from the souls perspective.

 

Example
A soul that suffers much hardship will likely develop at a more rapid rate than a soul who has pleasant and straightforward lives. The solider who sees human suffering in the war zone will have more insight into human nature than the man who stays at home to manage the farm. Adversity breeds development, as we strive for something better. 
 
3:3 An ascended soul, that is, one that no longer has need of reincarnation, could be punished with reincarnation. Once a soul has progressed enough that it needs no more mortal development, it would continue its development in the ethereal realms, far in advance of the physical material world of man. Thus, being expelled to the mortal world could punish a rebellious or wayward soul. 
 
Example
Taking the most famous case, the rebel angels who opposed God in Heaven, under the leadership of Lucifer, were expelled from the Paradise of Heaven to Hell. Here, they lived in the darkness, apart from the joys of Heaven, where they could feel pain and die. This can also be applied to the rich arrogant businessman who, to illustrate his arrogance, is sent to work as a street sweeper, a job well ‘beneath him’ and his talents. 
 
3:4 The time that the soul enters the body can vary greatly, but is always pre- birth. Some souls enter the body whilst in the womb; others just before birth, even as late as birth itself. It is probable that the developing embryo is not sufficiently developed to allow the soul to ‘take the reins’; the embryonic stage serves to develop not only the body for independent functioning, but also to develop the body for the souls use.
 
3:5 The difficulties of the soul in the infant stages, or with the mentally and/ or physically handicapped, is a result of the transition period between non-corporeal existence and physical corporealism. 
 
Example
This transition period can be likened to the period of time and effort it takes for a driver to get accustomed to a new car, having to change the seat position and mirror settings to suit him.
 
3:6 To aid its transition to the body, the soul, in ways we cannot fully understand, uses it energy to envelope the body, to give it a ‘sphere of reference’ with which to work. This can be photographed as Kirlian photography, or perceived as an aura (see XXX for Kirlian photography and auras)
 
3:7 The emotional expressiveness of auras, generalised as, for example, red of love and black for hostility, reflect the pure emotional state of the soul. In the world of the immaterial and non- physical, the only personal expressions are those that are emotional or psychical.
 
3:8 As can be seen with cases of amputees, the Kirlian field remains even after the corresponding portion of the physical body has been removed. This is due to the difficulty of the soul in modifying its ‘sphere of reference’ after it has been established. This can also offer explanation for the sensations of the removed limb (such as the oft- mentioned itchiness or pain of the limb). The souls energy, with which is has for all its existence known, is more ‘real’ to it than the fickle, temporary physical body. The energy is also ‘programmed’ with the physical sensation to aid acclimatization, either into or out of the body.  A sudden death often results in the soul remaining as a ‘ghost’. There are cases of ghosts, such as those who have died in battle suddenly, which remain in spectral form unawares of their death, or searching for a lost limb.
 

4 The Souls Responses to Sensations of the Physical Body 

4:1 In light of this soul- body template and the sphere- of- reference for the body, explanation can be offered for the appearance of ones soul be it via an out- of- body experience (OOBE) an apparition (spectral appearance of a living person), as well as other phenomena such as doppelgangers (the spectral appearance of ones own form, usually with malevolent ends). The soul is capable of independent function outside of the body, which is but a vessel for the use of the soul whilst in the mortal physical world.

 

4:2 The energy of the soul is ‘programmed’ with the appearance and dynamics of the body only, so the soul maintains its set form. Disruption of this form could retard the souls manipulations of the body once back in its physical vessel. This can also be inversely applied to the spirits of the dead, which are often perceived or experienced as ‘a presence’, a ‘light’ or other such non- physical intangible form. These souls, dwelling in a non- physical world, have no need of their templates.

 

4:3 When spirits of the physically deceased return as, manifest as or make themselves known by their ‘old’ physical template, this is most likely for the benefit of those they appear to, to quell fear, disbelief or fear, and also as a remnant of the incarnation, in a sort of transition stage.

 

4:4 The body is the vehicle for the soul, but as a non- corporeal being the soul does not experiences physical pain, having no physical form of its own to be affected. 
 

4:5 Physical pain experienced by the body does affect the soul negatively, in that manipulation of the body also necessitates a degree of interface, but only on sensory and controlling levels. The soul’s template for operation of the body would be in synch with the body, not only with its dimensions but its processes, its sensations and its energy. The template is used very much like the nervous system of animals: to receive information from the body to it respond to it with commands. The soul’s template envelops the body, allowing sensation, and then reacts with to information received with commands. The interface is discussed later in greater detail.

 

4:6 This can be likened to computer games, where you ‘get shot’ or ‘crash’ and flinch or dodge. You are not ‘there’, yet your senses fool you into reacting. Thus, any damage to the soul would have to be reflected by the soul, though likely in some distant and greatly muted form. 

 

4:7 Physical pain does not damage, tarnish or mark the soul, which is beyond the physical plane. Trying to damage a soul by physical means is akin to shooting a reflection to wound the caster.

 

4:8 Physical pain may reach levels that, either by design or desire, force the ascension of the soul from the body, experienced as an out- of- body experiences (OOBE). For reasons either of the soul’s physical immersion or the souls inability to cope with pain due to past experience. 

 

4:9 The relative rarity of (recorded) OOBEs in relation to the regularity of physical human suffering can be attributed to the ‘experience’ of the soul in handling the body. The capacity of a body to produce an OOBE depends on the skill of the soul, as it were, in handling a physical body. Lesser-experienced souls unused to a physical body may use OOBEs as an ‘abort button’ when they cannot handle what would be the unpleasant and alien sensation of pain. This lesser experience would also allow the soul greater capacity for leaving the body, as they have less experience ‘in’ a body. More experienced souls would be more skilled in the filtering of the physical sensations from the body, but suffer as they adjust to a physical body quicker and more naturally, and would find it more difficult to ‘exit’ the body.

 

4:10 The effects of meditation and ‘will- power’ or ‘mind over matter’ in healing your body or another’s can be due to two factors.

 

4:11 The ethereal ‘soul energy’ would be as vital to a soul as oxygen and water are to a physical body. Healing may involve a concentration of soul energy to a recipient that has either the effect of a blood transfusion or organ transplant, or the simple superficial beneficial effect of sunlight on skin. 

 

4:12 Utilizing the soul template, healing may involve a unconscious, all- encompassing direction to the physical body’s cells, tissues and organs to heal. As the soul template not only controls the body but sustains it as well. Thus, ‘orders’ given to the components of the physical body may inspire regeneration.

 

4: 13 Meditation would seem to be an intermediary between the physical vehicle and the non- corporeal soul. Meditation involves a calm, tranquil mental state, detached from the workings, concerns and irritations of the body, so as to attain a level of consciousness closer to that of the soul.

 

5 Soul- Body Mechanisms

 

Science and medicine have concentrated on physical processes in the body, but these are the mere ripples caused by the movement of the soul. Work on human physiology, genetics and the physical forces at work therein are ongoing and have made much progress, however, these are only the effect; the cause is the soul, onto which science cannot transcribe its knowledge. To study the body without studying the soul is akin to study shadows without thought as to what cast them, or how. Complex as the physical body is, the necessary complexities to allow a non- corporeal soul composed of unknown energies to control a physical thing are staggering, and will doubtless in the future prove to be a fascinating study. 
 
As the basic workings of the body are known to most, and unnecessary for appreciation of the concepts proposed here, I will omit them, unless it is necessary for eloquence or detail, as will now follow.
 

5:1 Souls inhabit bodies that they may act in the physical world, to which they are otherwise either mere observers amorphous whisperings. Note here that souls vary in ranking and that ‘soul’ and ‘body’ can be applied to all many of non- corporeal and physical forms, regardless of sophistication.  ‘Soul’ and ‘body’ are used here as generalisations.
 
5:2 The soul- body interface and its template are intrinsic to proper functioning, and are the mechanisms for actual soul- body operation that allow the non- corporeal soul to control, direct and sensate the body.

6 Genetics and the Soul
 
6:1 The human genome is the complete biochemical coding for all life forms, and is the focus of over fifty years of intense international study, hinges on unlocking the physical and biochemical ‘secrets of life’, explaining how we came to be, how we function, and how we can ourselves play at creation. 
 
6:2 Genetics and its role in soul- body interface must be linked. A draft copy of the human genome was published in 2001, and revealed that our genome is much smaller than scientists expected. The draft showed three times less genes than predicted, much of it ‘junk DNA’, that is, DNA with either inert or with no known function. Apparently, the human being is much simpler than is would appear, unless there is less to the body in the physical than there is in the non- physical.
 
6:3 The soul could have its own coding, possibly its template or some sub- version of it, that has a role to the body akin to the genome. The small size of the human genome could be a sign of the intrinsic role of the soul in the formation and operation of physical beings. 
 
6:4 inside the genome of every living creature must somewhere be hidden the coding for soul- body interface, they genes that allow the physical body to be accessed by the soul. This ‘Omega Key’ would do much to explain soul mechanics, although it must be noted here that science alone will not explain the soul, and that the soul cannot be expressed in the mechanical terms of science.
 
7 Actuator Spirit
 
7:1 There exists in every physical thing in this Universe a spirit, some energy or essence that lifts the thing from empty nothingness to an infused receptacle. All the matter in this physical Universe has a spirit of its own, whether it be a single atom or a colossal mountain. This essence is the Actuator spirit.
 
7:2 Living, animate things can be differentiated from the inanimate in terms of the soul as they have only the Actuator. They are possessed only of the non- corporeal essence they need to be ‘real’ to the spirit world, and have no sentient function.
 
7:3 If living things have souls to represent them in the non- corporeal world, then it would make sense for all other things to have them own representing spirits, if only to give a backboard for the spirits and souls in operation in the physical world.
 
7:4 These actuator spirits may be responsible for the universality of the perceived laws of nature e.g. the value of the units of temperature, the unit size of atoms etc. Actuator spirits may use their non- corporeal state to confer stability onto the physical world.
 
Example
An ancient Jewish legend holds that above each blade of grass hovers an angel whispering ‘grow!’. Physical worlds are maintained by the non- corporeal. A light bulb is nothing without an electrical current to power it, and an aircraft is nothing without a pilot. Actuator spirits provide the energy and vigour for the physical world.
 
7:5 As actuator spirits are the non- corporeal controlling the corporeal, actuator spirits also indicate the operation of telekinetic and other psychic skills. If the physical world is but the craft of the non- corporeal and thus psychical realm, then anything imposed upon the non- corporeal world will reflect upon the physical, like casting shadows.
 
Example
Consider the physical world as the shadows cast by light. The shadow is the product of the form is resembles. The light is the spiritual energy that forms it, and the form is the spiritual essence of a thing. By changing the form, you can change the shadow. In this way, the physical world is nothing more than an illusion, dark silhouettes of the light and radiance of the spiritual world. People who have experienced Near Death Experiences and Out Of Body Experiences describe sweet ‘heavenly’ music and a wonderful light, warmth and positivism. These are the blinding attributes of the spiritual world as compared to the dark and hollow shades of the physical world.
 
7:6 Telekinetic forces do not move the physical object, rather, they affect its non- corporeal form, its actuators. This can be likened to hydraulic systems, whereby a small force applied to the master piston and be magnified in the slave piston. In this way, something as apparently weak as a thought can affect something as solid as a car.
 
8 Assistant Spirits

 

7:1 As the soul carries some responsibility for operation of the body, there exist two non- corporeal ruling spirits in any one living things, although only one of them is present in non- living and inanimate things. This latter spirit is the one that concerns us here: the assistant soul.
 
7:2 The assistant spirit is the ‘pilot’ of the body and is responsible for the ‘day- to- day’ management of the body, which could vary from observing the autonomic systems of the body, such as breathing to maintaining the soul- body relationship to allow movement, expression etc. of the ascendant soul. 
 
7:3 The assistant spirit maintains this function throughout many incarnations, until a time as such that it was had enough ‘experience’ maintaining bodies and experiencing physical life and human interaction that it can elevate into an ascendant spirit. 
 

7:4 The relationship between the assistant spirit and the ascendant spirit may mean that each ascendant is assigned an assistant as its apprentice, and that depending on the number of incarnations both spirits receive, they may remain with each other for some time, until the other ascends again.

 

7:5 Due to its function and status, the assistant spirit is not a soul as such, as it cannot alone support the animation of a living creature. Rather, it is developing till such a time as it ready for ascendant status.

 

7:6 Some assistant spirits may actually be ascendant spirits being punished with mortal labour, as some form of penance. The assistant spirit would maintain knowledge of its former glory, but would be unable to act as a soul for the body, having rather to develop again, to undergo reincarnation again.

 

7:7 Assistant spirits would likely have inhabited the body since conception, overseeing and familiarising itself with the physical form, its processes and its limitations, to maximise its effectiveness as assistant. 

 

7:8 The greater the skill of the assistant in maintaining the body, the less need it would have for more physical incarnations. In this way, it is to the assistants gain if it performs its task to a high degree.

 

7:9 Not only may the assistant be responsible for the body’s operation, but also its security. The symbiotic relationship between ascendant and assistant may reflect the unwitting human person in many ways; ‘gut feelings’, ‘intuition’ or even ‘guardian angels’. The assistant, as part of its development, may also have to help navigate the body through the world safely. 

 

Example
Plato was guided by a ‘daemon’ (spirit) that guided him and warned him of danger, but never ordered him, whilst Napoleon often saw a ‘red man’ who would appear before times of great disaster or misfortune. Many other people claim to have such protective beings.
 
7:10 As a non- corporeal being, the assistant spirit would have certain psychic abilities, as this is the mode of the non- corporeal. These psychical abilities would range from telepathy to precognition. This supports the commonly- held belief that souls and spirits (including what are perceived as angels, demons and ghosts) have access to the future of the physical world at least.
 
8 Ascendant Spirit (Soul)
 
8:1 Freed of the labours and efforts of maintenance of the physical body, the ascendant spirit- the soul- is free to devote itself fully to its specific function: self advancement.
 
8:2 The soul improves itself by expanding on the virtues valued in the non- corporeal world: wisdom, morality, humility, service and knowledge. The soul, consisting of energies, has neither need of nor love for the material or the luxurious. Only the fruits of intellect, spirituality and sentiment are valued in the world. As Plato said:
 
‘A man takes nothing with him to the 
next world, save the things he knows’
 
MORE!!!
 
9 Relationship Between Assistant and Ascendant Spirits
 
9:1 The role of the assistant/ guide spirit in the development of the ascendant spirit is debatable. The function of the assistant spirit, if performed correctly, will support but not directly influence the ascendant’s spiritual development.
 
9:2 The role of then assistant from the ascendants perspective could be just as necessary but spiritually unimportant drones, thus deserving of little concern, except when duties are forsaken. The assistant spirit may even be autonomous, without active will of its own. They could operate in such a way as a water flowing to the lowest point, bound by their very being to perform tasks.
 
9:3 Alternatively, and more likely, the assistant spirits are apprentices to the ascendant soul, performing menial yet vital tasks, whilst all the time learning from the ascendant, in the same way that a squire serves a knight.
 
9:4 In this way, the assistant operates in the physical world for many incarnations, learning and developing, not only in the dynamics of physical life but also how to operate in the hosts world. Once the assistant reaches the equivalent of an Omega Point, it becomes a soul, with its own applicable template, and equipped with all the wisdom and skill to begin its incarnation development. 
 
9:5 Assuming the guide spirit is a facet of the assistant spirit, a tool towards its functioning, representing the psychical rather than the physical, 
 
 
 
XX: Process of Soul Development 
 
8:1 The progressive positive development is the most vital factor of all of Creation, and the reason that all things exist. Souls as sentient and intelligent things are charged with self- development also, and for this utilizes the process of reincarnation into a physical form in which to provide an environment to better themselves through exposure to experience, hardship and opportunity.
 
8:2 The soul works its way through its incarnations, each time bettering aspects of itself, until it has reached a level of development at which it no longer needs incarnation into the physical world, when it can then proceed to a super- spiritual realm, where the basic process of self- improvement through exposure to experience, hardship and opportunity can continue.
 
8:3 The souls initial template of traits, persona and tendency are the basis for the personality of each incarnation. Each incarnation it a new facet of a single thing: one thing, made of many elements. Each incarnation is to the soul like a drop in the ocean, one thing becoming a whole. Each new incarnation brings new experiences, ideas and wisdom to the soul
 
8:4 The soul does not carry with it from incarnation to incarnation the ‘facts and figures’ and detailed minutiae of its former lives, for these are forever grounded in the corporeal world and have no standing in the non- corporeal world.
 
8:5 The experiences, knowledge and insights of the past lives are taken and considered after death, in an evaluatory period. The souls developed morality, tolerance, spirituality, wisdom and humility are then considered, and evaluated into a succinct and refined outlook.
 
8:6 The personality traits are not erased, they are deferred, or withheld, as they would retard the soul in its future incarnations. They are preserved, but in the afterlife, their worth is lost to a degree, as those who dwell exclusively in the non- corporeal world care less for the physical world and its occupants. The personalities of the soul are all incorporated into the soul as a whole, like a mosaic. The ideas, beliefs, experiences, thoughts and feelings of the souls incarnations are all thoughts, and can easily merge into one conglomerate. In this way each soul is not one single thing, but an amalgamation of all that it has been, in one. In this way, the soul begins ach incarnation anew, but still maintains its past incarnations, which are held away from its life, so as to not interfere with its development. Each soul is in essence a ‘think tank’, taking many different views from different times, cultures, attitudes and environments, toward one final synthesis of outlook. There are thus two sides to the soul: one side that holds the recorded history of experiences and knowledge, and the ‘actual’ soul that represents the template of the soul, with all of its morality, traits wisdom and persona.
 
8:7 At the point of each reincarnation, the soul has the details of its last life cleared, like clearing a chalkboard, and begins its new reincarnation anew, with only the developments of its last reincarnation. In this way, the soul itself develops more with each reincarnation, till it reaches a point where it no longer needs physical reincarnation to develop: the ‘Omega Point’. Once this point is reached, regardless of whether the soul is living a physical life or not, the soul is under orders to end its life and return to the non- corporeal world. 
 
Example
A good and well- loved woman who dies in mid- life of cancer or some other disease will inspire comments bemoaning the loss of a lovely and generous woman. Whilst this death may seem pointless and cruel, it is likely that the truly good woman has reached her Omega Point, and now is open to the joys of the pure non- corporeal world. 
 
8:8 In some cases the Omega Point may be swayed if it serves a greater purpose. A purely selfless and loving woman who had devoted her life to, say, caring for a disabled relative, may have reached her Omega Point soon into her life, but would have been allowed to stay to care for the relative, and to inspire others with her goodness. The Universe exists toward the overall development of everything it contains, from one incarnation of the Universe to the next, so the ‘laws’ of the Universe are flexible, toward attaining the state of perfection we all move toward.
 
8:9 In terms of physical time, it is sensible that a soul would improve from incarnation to incarnation, refining its characteristics and traits. A soul that began its incarnations in Hannibal’s army, then through the Crusades and the Spanish Inquisition would likely end up by its last incarnation very much tolerant and peace- loving. In this way, negative traits like aggression, perversity, deviance and intolerance are dulled and eroded over time, whilst in parallel positive traits are advanced.
 
Example
Read through the poetry of soldiers, especially those of World War Two, and you will come to realise that the greatest pacifists are those who have fought their fellow men. It is those who have suffered an evil that feel the most impassioned to prevent its recurrence. Adversity inspires amendment.
 
8:10 Development of the soul per incarnation depends on two factors: environmental factors and soul factors. Environmental factors include the environment the soul reincarnates into, the time period, exposure to negative and positive factors of society at the time, the religion state of the culture, techno- scientific development etc. Soul factors include the number and success of the souls past incarnations, the initial traits of the soul etc. These factors are the determining factors in that incarnation’s development, and will thus affect the reflective evaluation at the end of that incarnation.
 
8:11 The number of incarnations is not as significant as the success of these incarnations. A soul could undergo a thousand incarnations into happy, stable environments, protected from the worries, stresses and pains of life, and will not advance at all compared to a soul that undergoes ten incarnations into lives of hardship, poverty and woe. The conditions of the incarnation are the deciding factor, not the number. Quality over quantity is very much dominant here.
 
8:12 It is likely that, in order to encourage the self- betterment of the soul, the mentor or guides that oversee the souls development arrange for the soul to reincarnate into a variety of ages, cultures and backgrounds, in order to give a variety of experience. A soul that is reborn into all European lives will not gain as much as one who is reincarnated into European, Asian, African and American cultures. Reincarnation may also take place between different intelligent and sentient species on different planets. Reincarnation into animals is likely only concerned with species of equivalent neurological development; more sophisticated spirits require more sophisticated physical hosts.
 
Example
On Planet Earth, there is only one known species that has a brain more highly developed than man: the dolphin. Thus, as dolphins have a more developed brain, they may be hosts for even more advanced souls than man.
 
8:13 Based on the conclusions of the evaluation, the soul can take the decision whether or not to continue with reincarnation, if it feels it has not reached a sufficient level of development to proceed to the ‘super- spiritual’ development of the purely non- corporeal world.
 
8:14 It is likely that this decision for continuation of reincarnation or not is made by the soul, but reviewed by some higher governing power. The soul can make the decision to continue to reincarnate or not, but as to whether or not is actually does is under the jurisdiction of a mentor or guide, who decides whether the soul needs to continue to reincarnate or not. If the mentor decides that the soul does need reincarnating, it will reincarnate him regardless, as ascension to super- spiritual realms without capacity will result to expulsion to the lesser spiritual realms, and a return to reincarnation.

GHOSTS, APPARITIONS AND POLTERGEISTS (SPECTRAL PHENOMENA)
 
X:1 Spectral phenomena are all those that incorporate disembodied spirits of former living persons, active in the physical world, for reasons they cannot easily correct. The three types of spectral phenomena, ghost, apparition and poltergeist, are all different, and reflect different manners of bodily extrication.
 
X:2 Spectral forms have no set purpose on earth in purely human terms; they simply for reasons grounded in personal anguish, manner of death or other reasons do not move from living to the post- death period of reflection. Rather, they remain on earth, literal lost souls, unable to move to the spiritual realm.
 
X:3 It is in the trauma of such spirits that the behaviour can be considered. Many spirits remain on earth for concern of loved ones or their material affairs, cases which in the spiritual world and their next life will not concern them.

TWINS 
 
X:1 The instance of twins is not the difficult matter it may appear. Although the bodies of the two may be similar, and thus their physical attributes and skills will be to a degree mirrored, the souls of twins are very much different.
 
X:2 The strong relationship between twins in terms of behaviour, empathy and also the telepathic skills are due to the long period spent in the womb together. Such intimate contact between the two developing bodies and the two developing souls is cause for great harmonisation between the two souls.
 
X:3 As mentioned, the assistant spirits that maintain and operate the bodies are possessed, like all non- corporeal essences, of psychical abilities. As the embryos develop and grow, the assistant souls assigned to each body develop, interweaving with the body. With the close proximity of another extremely physically similar body, there can reasonably be expected to be a kinship between the two assistant spirits and the two bodies. Although a confusion of the bodies on the part of the assistant spirits is unlikely, there can no doubt be some psychical legacy left behind, some early hardwiring of the souls. 
 
X:4 This kinship between the assistant spirits of twins’ bodies is the cause of the strong relationship felt between twins, especially when illness, pain and calamity is active in the body. The assistant spirit of one twin is still open to the sensations of the other, especially when the sensations are particularly strong and negative.
 
X:5 In cases of twin stillbirths and other complications that arise with multiple births, it is likely that the difficulty for the vital assistant spirits in infusing, identifying and operating multiple bodies form the single cellular stage to the complexity of an embryo, especially where large numbers are concerned, is the cause. Think of this as juggling with an increasing number of balls; after a certain point, a slip will be made, and in the case of sensitive embryos, this will likely result in death or deformation.
 
X:6 If the assistant spirits develop a kinship, it is likely that the ascendant souls do as well, but on a much more emotive and intimate level. As ascendant souls are not concerned with the ‘day to day’ maintenance and operation of a body, and are concerned more with mental and emotional factors, they will develop a kinship based more on these factors. This would reflect not in the ‘transmission’ and ‘receiving’ of pain, for example, but rather in more abstract and artistic manners.
 
Example
Consider the common anecdote of two twins going shopping separately and buying the same things, despite having no knowledge of each others shopping trip.
