Participation Point 

Make-Up Assignments

Points lost due to legal or excused absences may be made up by doing point makeup assignments.  See list that follows.  A student may complete only two of any one specific point makeup assignment per semester.
Point makeup assignments may be done in advance if a student knows he/she will be a sent.  See Mrs. Tate to adapt any assignments to the experience if interested.

1.  In the event of a serious illness during which the student misses several days of school, the student should consult with me (appointment for Study Session) about the participation points missed and the makeup 
All point makeup assignments must be completed and submitted at least seven days before the last day of regular class in the quarter.  At semester, that is seven days before the finals begin.  This is the student’s responsibility.

No make up points will be given for work that is incomplete or of inferior quality

1.  Select a news event of the week and create a short story of 3 typed pages or an interview of the same length with a participant. 10pts.

2.  Select a character from a television show and write a journal entry of at least 2 typed pages revealing how that person feels about what happened in the episode ant to American History.  In your paper, tell why you chose your topic, explain why it it is important and evaluate the topic in its relationship to the world today.  Do not copy information from any source(s).  Write in your own words. 3-4 pages typed.10pts.
3.  Choose a character in a book(not a character telling a story in first person) and write 5 journal entries telling how the character was feeling and responding to events from 5 different places in the novel.  3 pages typed. 10pts.
4.  Write a paper on a person or event important to American History.  In your paper, tell why you chose your topic, explain why it is important and evaluate the topic in its relationship to the world today.  Do not copy information from any source.  Write in your own words. 3-4 pages typed. 10pts.
5.  Write a review of a live dramatic or musical performance.  Use examples and be specific to support your comments of evaluation.  1 typed page.  5pts.
6.  Write a review of a good quality film not related to another class assignment.  Use examples to support your opinions.  1 page typed. 5pts.
7.  Write and illustrate a children’s story.  You may use two languages if you wish.5-15pts,  depending on quality.
8.  Write a dramatic monlogue in which you are house, room, car tennis raquet, etc.  2 pages typed work needed.

9.  Interview one of your relatives about their high school years.  Prepare the questions ahead of time, but let some go and stress others as you go along . 2 pages typed = 5pts. 4 pages typed = 10pts.

10.  Write a letter of appreciation to someone real.  Also submit the stamped, addressed envelope.  Use proper letter form. 1 full page. 5 pts. This letter will be mailed.

11.  Write a letter of complaint in proper letter form.  Submit the addressed envelope as well.  1 full page. 5pts.

12.  Select four places to sit and write a description of the scene.  Include all senses possible. 1 full page.  5pts.

13.  Select three commercials on television to evaluate.  Briefly,  describe the commercial.  How is propaganda being used?  How do you react as a critical viewer? Comment on the aspects of style.   3 typed pages.  10pts.
14.  Observe a magazine stand in a local store.  React to the issues and topics on five girl’s or women’s magazines, also on the cover photos.  Evaluate your observations and react to them.  2-3 pages.10pts.
15.  Interview ten students of different groups on any issue about school.  Report your findings and react to the information.  Include computer graphing if possible.  2 pages. 10pts.
16.  Design a poster that illustrates the main concepts of your I-read book, or design a poster that is an advertisement for your book.  Include artwork, drawings, quotes and a summary of your important events.  Students will present and explain poster to the class.          
17.    Choose a song from one of your own CD’s.  Listen to this song carefully THREE TIMES IN A ROW.  You must  promise to do this in a quiet room, and do nothing else but listen to this song.  After you listen to the song each time, write a paragraph (at least six sentences.) about what you hear as you listen.  You should end up with a four paragraph paper.  Specific things to notice are:
-change in sound instrumentation-are instruments added? Deleted?

-change in lyrics?

-how does the overall “arrangement” of the song add to its effectiveness?

When finished, write a final paragraph explaining: What is it about the song that “grabs” you? Describe.

Students may only do each assignment twice a semester
