ADVERB CLAUSES
AN ADVERB CLAUSE is a subordinate clause that modifies a verb, adjective, or adverb.

A SUBORDINATING CONJUNCTION introduces an adverb clause either at the beginning of the sentence or in the middle of the sentence.

EXAMPLE:
BEGINNING

Since you expect to be late, I will prepare dinner.



MIDDLE

I will prepare dinner since you expect to be late.
