PACK FREE THROWS

- Remain completely silent, your arms in the air 
with Wolf hands (If you've come this far, you'd 
BETTER know what Wolf hands are!)

- On 2nd made shot, drop arms and (clap clap) 
"Pack!"

OPPONENT FREE THROWS

- Do "quick wave" front to back
If not behind the basket:
