(The Anglicised form of that name is *Tesus'., We use *Yeshua' in fhis booklet,
because if's what people actually called him in those days, buf it's also okay To say

“Tesus",)

He had been sent from God to usher in God's Kingdom,

He was The Word of God, or we could say, fhe Shakhina,
That means, he is God, just like the rays of fhe sun are

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To fulfil his mission, he had fo
be born as a human being.

Yeshua, himself, was that seed.

Betore the kingdom of God could be established on the
earth, The sin of the whole world had to be dealt with,
