2. What are the activities organise by HQ NCC?

Ans:
1 Star Kayaking, Recreational Kayaking.
3. Which are the Centres available for booking of kayaking?

Ans:
Kallang Sea Training Centre, Sembawang Sea Training Centre, & Lower Seletar Training Centre.

4. Where are the locations of the Sea Training Centres?

Ans:
Please refer to the website as the maps are being shown at the website.

5. What is the maximum numbers of cadets who can attend the 1 Star Courses?
Ans:
Max 12 cadets to one instructor for each session.

6. What is the maximum numbers of cadets for Recreational Kayaking?

Ans:
Max 40 cadets.

7. What is my role as Officer-In-Charge during the training session?

Ans:
You will be acting as the Safety Officer during each training session and are required to go onto the safety boat.

8. What are the things required to bring for any of the activities?

Ans:
Nominal roll must be submitted on the day itself.
Bring along the MOE Risk Assessment Form and the Safety Checklist Form which are available in the website.

9. Is there any course fee for 1 Star Kayaking Course?

Ans:
No. The cadets are only required to make a payment of $3 for the certificates which will be issued by Singapore Canoe Federation.

10. How many sessions do I need to book for 1 Star Kayaking Course?

Ans:
Min. of 3 sessions starting from 2pm to 6pm within one month.


For cadets who are weaker, they would be required to continue on another session.

11. What will happen if during the 1 Star Kayaking Course the weather becomes CAT 1?

Ans:
The training will be stopped and indoor sessions will be conducted.
The Officer in charge will be required to make another booking for a makeup session.

12. How long can I book the activities?

Ans:
Please book only up to the next month.

13. How do I know whether the booking has been approved or not?

Ans:
We will fax back your application form indicating the results of the booking.

14. If I do not receive a reply from HQ NCC, how do I know whether the booking is successful or not?

Please check the website or contact 3SG Pan or Mdm Esther @ 64843026 if your booking is not reflected in the website.

15. When will the website be updated?
