SBNH Book Report Requirements
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· Your child’s teacher may have provided the book or may have asked you to choose one from home. If you feel the level or content is not appropriate for your child, please feel free to replace with a book of your choice. The only condition is that the book should be based on Indian literature.

· If your child’s book has multiple stories, please choose one story for the book report.

· Some children in the lower grades are still learning to read and write; in those cases parents can read the book for them and have them retell it to you in their own words.  You can then type up the report for them. Please refrain from making corrections or perfecting the book report for them. This should be your child’s work.

· A copy of the book report is to be handed to your child’s teacher by the date specified in the handbook or weekly announcements. However, if your child’s teacher has specified another date, please follow accordingly. Since the book report is graded by the teacher it is preferred that it be handwritten.

· Guidelines for writing a book report are included below.

· Create a word document of the book report in the format specified below. Save the file as following: 1__<Student’s culture grade>_< Student’s last name>_< Student’s first name>.doc.  For Example: If Sandeep Kumar is submitting his Book Report and he is in Culture 3B, his file should be named 1_3B_Kumar_Sandeep.doc
· Email your book reports with the filename in Subject line, For Example: 2_3B_Kumar_Sandeep.doc, and send it to sbnh_bookreport@yahoo.com
· Please return the book along with the book report to your child’s teacher.

· Please keep in mind that since book reports are graded work, late submissions may result in loss of points.

· Some children like to include pictures with the written work. In that case, keep in mind that pictures carry no extra points.
· All book reports (including those from other SB branches) are compiled into a yearbook (CD) near year-end.  However only those that have been emailed will get included in the yearbook. Please ensure that you email your child’s work on time. We will try our best to include illustrations in the electronic yearbook but it is not guaranteed.

 How to write a book report: Suggested guidelines for writing a book report 

Introduction

Give a brief statement about the book’s angle or message or write what kind of story this is, such as adventure, mystery, mythology etc. 

Body

In the body of your book report, write a summary of the book. Do not rewrite the story verbatim but retell it in your own words. Also, do not retell the entire story instead give some room for your opinions. The summary generally includes the following:

The Theme is the main idea of the story. Some examples might be the importance of friendship or how to be courageous in a difficult situation. 

The Setting is the time and place of the story. Is it set a long time ago or now? Does it take place in another country or in an imaginary place? How much time passes in the story—A day? A year? A lifetime?

The Plot is what happens. You want to tell what the story is mostly about. What is the main event or conflict? How did this happen? What happens as a result? How does the story end? 

The Characters are who the story is about. Who are the other important characters? Do they help or hurt the main character? What part do they play in the story?

Once you have summarized the story, personalize it by providing your impression or insight into the book. Some of the points you can use for this purpose are listed below:

 
Did you enjoy the book?

Was it well written? 

What did you think of the characters?

Which character did you like or dislike most and why?

Did you like or dislike the story? Why? (For fiction)

How did the characters or story make you feel?

Do you agree or disagree with the argument provided by author? (For non-fiction)

Was the ending satisfactory (for fiction)?

What interesting or notable facts do you know about the author? 

Would you recommend this book? 

Is there anything new you learnt or what was the moral of the story?

Conclusion

Include a final sentence or two that summarizes your overall opinion about the book. ASK "Insert Text" \* MERGEFORMAT
