I just bought and Shofar but I want to make it shinier. What would you suggest?

A Shofar’s surface is a the keratin of a ram’s horn. The surface will shine with a wax-based product. One product is BRIWAX, [image: image1.png]


a blend of beeswax and carnauba wax.. Briwax is designed to protect porous products (such as a Shofar’s outside. This wax improves the finish of any piece. 

Another wax is LIMING WAX, [image: image2.png]


a smooth paste formulation, which produces a white grained finish in open pored woods. Finish off the liming effect with an application of Clear Briwax to clean up the finished piece.
