The teams are made of plastic and consist of a button-shaped "base" with a replica of a soccer player on top. The players stand an inch high and propel a plastic ball that is almost as tall. Subbuteo players are purchased in the colors of popular teams World-wide and many players custom paint their own figures. Subbuteo players propel their figures across a 3 ½ by 2½-foot felt playing surface with the flick of the index figure. With a little practice, figures can be made to swerve and spin around, or jump over opponents to strike the ball. �With its combination of strategy, physics, action and skill, Subbuteo �takes on the majestic back and forth flow of real soccer.��"We hope to introduce the sport of Subbuteo at its highest level to other soccer enthusiasts. If you like soccer, you'll be fascinated by the speed and skill of Subbuteo. No table game replicates any sport like Subbuteo does", said American Subbuteo Association Vice-President for the Northeast,


Jim Taylor of Bloomfield, CT. While a Subbuteo player may never become a millionaire or make it on the cover of Sports Illustrated, the media has had a "love at first sight" relationship with the game. "We've been covered by CNN, The Washington Post and Soccer Junior, plus a lot of local coverage around �the country, including "Farmington Life Magazine". As soon as the reporters �see the game live, they love it and get excited talking about it", added Taylor.��The American Subbuteo Association is an organization comprised of �volunteers who promote the sport of Subbuteo Table Soccer. ASA members pay their own way to travel to tournaments and the winners receive trophies, paid for by modest entry fees. American Subbuteo's legend, Gregg Deinhart of Alexandria, VA, points out that the love of the game is what keeps people coming back for more. "I'd love to sign a Tiger Woods type of contract with a big-time sponsor but that probably isn't going to happen.
