Single cd(yep a fm broadcast including the radio commercials, quality is actually really good, with 7 songs,(directly from the soundboard) since its from the station and not some kid recording it off of his crappy mini-system: overall A+)
2.  PAULA COLE: “diffidence” various soundboard or commercial broadcasts.  This is a overall good       collection of live tracks, demo’s, radio broadcasts, and two interviews, as well as two tracks from soundtracks.  The only bad thing is that there are two second gaps. The live stuff comes from VH1’s hard rock live among other good quality sources. Overall: A

3. PAULA COLE: “in bloom” recorded live at the Troubador theater October 23rd 1996 in Los         Angeles.  Ok, this is just an average, and sometimes below avg. Soundboard (???) recording.  Theres some hiss but it gets really bad during “where have all the comboys gone?” so I think this may be a very good audience, or some radio broadcast.  Also, paula’s vocals sound a bit bassed out compared to the instruments.  Plus this also has 2 second gaps. Overall: B

4. THE CRANBERRIES: songs against war. single cd (nice soundboard recording with 18 tracks      supporting their no need to argue album, overall an A)
5. THE CRANBERRIES: “forever live 1996” supporting to the faithful departed” decent soundboard,   it sounds like theres too much bass though, and it sounds too bland, not recommended. Overall: B-

6. CROWDED HOUSE- "just a lucky goal"  a good soundboard recording. not a huge fan but quality is very nice and clear, 16 tracks which includes "dont dream its over"  overall: A   

7. DAVE MATTHEW BAND- live at loreley, germany.  great show, it sounds fantastic, 8 songs in all (the cd reads as 7 cuz panatela...and rapunzel are connected together as one track.  only one minor thing to point out.  at the intro (when the band are introduced to the audience) u hear some ticking sound, it doesnt affect the opening song though.  overall: A+

8. DAVE MATTHEWS BAND- live at the 10 spot, great live recording, excellent soundboard with the last 4 tracks from the recently EP. overall:A+

9. FEAR FACTORY- “From Inside the Machine” 1/27/97 Big Day Out Festival, Sydney, Australia; 49:03.  This is a good soundboard recording but theres one problem with it: 2 second gaps.  I got this as a freebie from some really cool trader, I honestly don’t mind the gaps, but I’m just warning you in advance.  Otherwise a very good show supporting demanufacture. Overall: A

10.FEAR FACTORY- “live at bizarre festival” recorded live at 8/23/98 Cologne, Germany.  Very good soundboard recording, however the snare drum lacks bass, and the overall sound lacks meaty bass, but good quality though. 8 tracks in all.  Overall: A-

11. GARBAGE: live at loreley, Germany supporting Version 2.0. single cd(awesome soundboard but two things to point out, u hear a skip occur on track 5: Special and track 10: #1 crush, its not too annoying, but its worth mentioning, otherwise phenomenal show, 14 tracks in all, overall :A
12. GARBAGE: pink rock, supporting their 1st album. Single cd (excellent soundboard, especially the last 4 tracks taken from a different show, no fuck ups like on the loreley cd, 16 tracks in all with some repetitions (meaning the last 4 tracks have two songs that are on first 12 tracks), ie.not my idea, and my lover's box.  overall: A+)

13.GARBAGE “live at the reading festival 98” supporting version 2.0 tour.  This is a great soundboard (FM to DAT) recording, but it’s a short concert, under 50 minutes,  this one ends with a 8 minute version of “you look so fine.”  No mess ups but the first track (only happy when it rains) starts abruptly and the crowd sings along on this track only, u can hear shirley singing over them, just pointing it out since some traders prefer not to hear the audience at all.  Overall: A+

14.HOLE: “big day out” supporting celebrity skin. Bland, flat, meshed, soundboard(?) recording.  This one does sound better than the next show…. overall: C+

15.HOLE: supporting celebrity skin, FM broadcast, don’t ask for this unless you’re a fanatic. too much bass, squashed sound, bass drum echo, as well as vocals a little as well. Overall: C-

16. LIVE: “intimate and interactive” supporting the secret samadhi.  This is a very good soundboard (from muchmusic broadcast) show, and another 2(?) sources. The last two tracks are definitely from a live concert, soundboard of course.  I cant tell if track 7-13 are from another show cuz they sound a bit better than the first 6, also the guy I got it from had them listed as being from two different shows, so I don’t know who’s right, anyway… No hiccups of any kind, It does sound like theres a little too much bass though(in the first six tracks the singers vocals seem to be a little bland, plus the songs are edited, about every 3 or 4 theres an edit job, its done well though, no clicks.   Overall: A-

17. LIVE “unwired and wired” tracks 1-10 from MTV unplugged. Tracks 10-16 from radio, Atlanta, GA., which sound flat, the first ten tracks sound great though. Overall: A/B

18. SARAH MCLACHLAN- “en ligne avec” various soundboard recordings.  Tracks 1-9 are tracks from surfacing and fumbling. Tracks 10-16 are songs from older albums.  1-8 recorded live at musique plus studios. Track 9 (adia) live from Vancouver.  Tracks 10-16 are from CBC studios.  These are perfect soundboard recordings.  Some of the older tracks have a little ticking sound (like vox), a little annoying though.  Overall: A

19. SARAH MCLACHLAN- “under a blackened sky” supporting fumbling towards ecstasy tour.  live at paramount theater, Denver, CO 3.8.95.  this is a great soundboard recording, two mess ups to point out, at the end of track 8 (I believe) u will hear some noise then it jumps into track 9, this also happens one more time later in the show. also at the end of track 1 u hear a slkipping sound occur and it jumps into track 2.  Overall: A

20. SARAH MCLACHLAN- “Songbird” various soundboard recordings.  Some tracks are from VH1 storytellers among other shows that basically have the same surfacing tracks that “en ligne” has.  No quality mess ups though. Overall: A+

21 MEGADETH-American Assault (recorded live at Webster Hall NYC, october 25th 1994.  Good FM broadcast recording, with an announcer in the beginning, 9 tracks only, it’s a good cd to own, overall: A

22. MEGADETH- Anarchy in France, double cd live in Paris june 27th 1997 and Bonus tracks from London 1993. (sounds like it’s a soundboard recording, but its very high pitched and lacks bass period!  I honestly think this is a audience MD bootleg, I have such a hard time believing this is a SBD recording.  Quality isn’t as bad as I’m making it sound, u can hear everything clearly, but the sound is a bit harsh, something like the joan osborne show I own also.  It has 24 tracks in all. The last five come from London 1993 and sound a bit better from I recall, once again, hence the two grades. Overall: B/B+

23 MEGADETH- “basic dreams” recorded on 9/30/92 in London, England.  The first minute has just some jingle-like music then holy wars starts up.  pretty good soundboard recording, I notice that is sounds a little bland and theres a skip about 2 minutes into holy wars and the sound jumps a little, then returns to normal (all within 10 seconds)…probably off a video again.  Vocals are clear and loud, very little crowd noise during the songs. Overall: B

24. METALLICA “live in San Francisco, kabuki theater.” Slightly low sound, quick intro into fight fire with fire, kinda bland, lack of high frequencies in the snare drum.  Actually not a bad soundboard recording, pretty listenable, especially for something that has cliff burton, the 6 string motherfucker, jamming along. The guy that sent it to me said it was mixed strange, which I guess is a good way to describe the overall sound. Not bad though. Oh yea…the songs are edited, meaning they are cut from one song to the next, also the cymbals seem to carry this strange chirping sound, not that noticeable but worth pointing out.   Overall: B+

25.METALLICA: “live at St. Jakob Football Stadium, Basel, Switzerland on June 0th 1993.  Soundboard. Double cd. Ok few things to point out with this set, first, theres very little crowd noise, at times it sounds like the band is playing in an empty stadium. Second, the tracks seem to have been cut up, cuz after a song ends you hear a small click as if it has been cut up. Third, theres this annoying ticking sound (like what vinyl sounds like if theres a scratch) that occurs every couple of seconds.  Its not noticeable in most heavy songs, but u can hear it on all soft songs, especially “fade to black.” Fourth, remember, james likes the audience to participate in singing, like on master of puppts, problem is you cant hear them sing their part, so it seems a bit strange.  Otherwise, it’s a crips clear Soundboard recording, just has some annoying aspects. Overall: A-

26.METALLICA: “live in Texas”  recorded live on February 3, 1989 at Frank Erwin Center in Austin.  Ok it’s a  double cd soundboard recording.  Some things to point out (I seem to have poor luck in getting a kick ass Metallica boot). One: quality is ok, but it lacks the depth that the basel show has (sort of like a lack of overall bass emphasis.  Once in a while theres a small electronic pop.  Not too noticeable like the mess on the basel show.  Um, blackened is cut off, so u only get the last 90 seconds or so of the 1st track in which it fades into.  Theres a gap (like a sec or two) from track one (blackened)  to the second track.  The source is soundboard but its probably from some analog source.  Don’t get me wrong its very listenable.  Oh yea, on “…and justice for all” the sound seems to get a burst from some equalizer or something, but only seems to last for a minute or two.  Another thing, there are some gaps in between some songs, also the ticking occurs once in a while and the songs seem to sound a bit jumpy at times.  Overall:B+

27.METALLICA: live at Stuggart, Germany:  unknowm date at the moment,  a pretty decent soundboard recording, but not perfect.  No skips or any fuck ups to point out.  Just not the best quality ive heard, it sounds like its sourced from a hifi video. overall: A-

28. NINE INCH NAILS:  “children of the night” supporting the downward spiral world tour with david  bowie.  This is an excellent soundboard recording directly from the mixing desk, 14 tracks in all.  Overall: A++

29. NINE INCH NAILS- “crossed nails” live from La Luna Club, Portland, Oregon April 21st 1994.  A decent soundboard, but there’s too much bass and its sounds pretty bland, probably off a professionally shot video..after listening to this one on my brothers doscman, I really think its an audience recording.  Overall: C+

30.OASIS: entertaining stockholm '96-'97(pure shit audience recording, wasted 50 bucks! overall: D)
31. OASIS: noel gets to the point live in Dublin. Single cd.(noel sings all the songs, good FM broadcast recording, some acoustic tracks plus my big mouth and girl with a dirty shirt are on this concert!  That’s a rarity!  One more thing, theres a skip on track 2: my big mouth, not too bad, but worth mentioning.  overall: A-)
32. OASIS- here now, live in the netherlands. 2 cds, second cd continues the live show then has “rare” tracks, like demo’s and the sort.  This is a great show, finally! I got myself a soundboard recording with liam singing, excellent sound, but the one thing I notice is that u can hear a faint whistling sound…I guess it has to do with feedback from the instruments, doesn’t really deter from the quality, only the real nitpick of this double cd.  Overall: A+

33. OASIS: live at the rosemont horizon. 1 cd, FM recording.  This is a pretty good sounding cdr.  Its basically identical to the here now bootleg expect it’s a bit bassier and muddy sounding.  Its from a radio braodcast so theres short interviews, I think 2 or three tracks, roughly 30 seconds to a minute long.  Its off of the be here now tour. Overall: A-

34.OASIS- “maine road”  4/24/96.  supporting whats the story (morning glory) tour.  This is a great possession of mine.  It’s a very good soundboard recording with an electric version of “morning glory.”  Theres only one thing to point out, there seems to be a bit too much bass towards the left side, but that’s due to the fact that u can hear the bass guitar clearly and the bass drum as well. Also, the band seems to play all the songs a little faster than usual, but it doesn’t take away from the great show they put on.  Overall: A

35.OASIS- live at Muziekeentrum Vredenburg, Utrecht, The Netherlands, January 10th 1996. Single cd concert. Soundboard recording.  Also contains 2 bonus tracks from unknown date and venue(15 tracks in all). The sound quality on this concert is excellent, there are no problems with it at all. Although I did notice that the frequencies do sound a bit harsh (really high treble when the audience claps at the end of a song). But it doesn’t really take away from the show.  Overall: A+

36.OASIS- “unplugged” single cd, 10 tracks from the Royal Festival Hall, LONDON.  recorded from video(???).  quality is good but theres way too much damn hissing, and that’s the only reason why its getting a….overall: B

37.OASIS- live at the GMEX manchester, UK December 14th 1997.  This is a good double cd soundboard recording.  The quality is good, a little flat in the high frequencies department, but overall a worthy set. 17 tracks.  Overall: A-

38.OASIS - “live by the sea” recorded live at southend cliffs pavllion on 4.17.95.  this is the same concert of the video, therefore it’s a video transfer.  Theres too much bass and the quality is like  a good audience recording, don’t ask for this unless you really want it (for some strange reason or another…) overall: C

39.OASIS “250,000 oasis fans cant be wrong” double cd set. Recorded live at Knebworth Park, England, August 11, 1996.  finally!!!!! Woo hoo!!!!  Ive been looking for this sucker for a year, and its worth the wait.  The quality is very good as its another soundboard show.  the 2nd cd has tracks from other shows (tracks 5-10 are from Berkeley Community Theater, Berkeley, CA 12.12.95.  also tracks 11-12 are from Knebworth on august 10 1996 which are audience.  John squire makes a special appearance on tracks 3 and 4 on the 2nd cd as well.  27 tracks in all. Three different sources means 3 grades: Overall: A/A-/C-     *may be available for trade, some disc problems may occur when trying to copy second disc

40.  JOAN OSBORNE- live in NYC, Roseland.  good recording for an Audience MD recorder, i can tell just by how joans voice sounds, very sharp and loud like if u were sitting in the first row right by an amp.  for an aud rec. its very clear (no hissing)and good (close not distant), but lacks bass, and frequency is too high (treble). overall: B-

41. RADIOHEAD: "no data"- supporting ok computer (10 tracks plus 4 bonus from BBC sessions, quality is excellent, not a favorite of mine, but its pure soundboard and the band sounds great, overall : A+)

42.REM: “Welcome to the freakshow.” Supporting Monster tour. It’s a FM broadcast to analog then cdr. Quality is decent, a little too much bass and I guess it suffers from the drawbacks of a FM broadcast (sounds a little muddy like one of the oasis shows I have with a mix of stabbing westward quality), but it’s a good show.  Vocals are clear as well as all instruments, oh yea…it features 3 new tracks that came up on the next album and also one more thing to point out, on track 10 of the 2nd CD(everybody hurts) there seems to be a blunder.  The next track (fall on me) starts on the end of track 10 then continues onto track 11, so whoever pressed the master messed up.  so if u were to to jump directly to track 11 u would be about a minute into the song, that’s the only really mess up of this set, otherwise it’s a great show.  If u happen to own a MD player I can record it to MD instead of CDR and fix this last problem. Overall: first cd: B- second cd: B+  as u noticed, the 1st cd seems start off a bit weak on quality but it picks up on the second cd.

SMASHING PUMPKINS: "exit mellon collie" single cd (awesome soundboard, probably the best one ive heard yet. 12 tracks supporting the mellon collie tour. the 1st track, "where the boys fear to tread" fades in, meaning theres no intro, but the fade in isnt cutting out singing, just fading in as the guitar intro for the song starts, overall: A++)

44.SMASHING PUMPKINS: "five night stand"- supporting the adore album. (it sounds as if it came from a HiFi VCR since i own the video and it sounds the same, unfortunatly, this cd has a problem with balance being on the right side more than the left, i would say its 30% left and 70% right, is it a huge deal? only if your listening to it with headphones, your ears will be aching afterwards.  but the quality is soundboard and its not as bad as i'm making it sound, i have an option on my cd copier program to shift balance so i can even it out. overall, the band puts on a great show and they sound great, but its only 9 tracks. overall:A-)

45..SMASHING PUMPKINS: "transmission"  supporting adore album. (a decent sounding FM stereo broadcast, but it suffers from just average soundboard mixing, whoever controlled the soundboard should have been shot! lol, another 50 bucks down the drain!  its soundboard but the the layers of sound from all the various instruments are meshing together (thx to FM radio), making it hard to hear james iha play the wailing guitar solo on "daphne descends" among other tracks, five night stand is far more worthy than this, only ask for this one if you are die hard and can live with the FM feedback in slow songs, also the last 4 tracks on the second cd are from another show (slightly better quality) hence the two ratings.  overall: B/B+)
46.SMASHING PUMPKINS- live at the Riviera, Chicago 10/23/95. Soundboard.  This is a decent boot but there’s a bit of a problem with it.  There seems to be some strange warping sound with the background noise (fans clapping, and cheering).  It sounds like a chandelier’s ornaments are being clanged around, it doesn’t distract heavily from the music or billy’s vocals. only ask for this one if u really want it.  Overall: B-

47.SAMSHING PUMPKINS- live at the Brixton Academy London 1996.   This is a better sounding show than the live at Riviera show.  It’s a soundboard recording,. So it sounds pretty good, a little too much bass, but its ok.  The first ten tracks are from the Brixton academy (seem to be semi acoustic then picking up after a few tracks), and the last 6 are from JJJ Radio station in Sydney, Australia recorded live on March 3, 1996 and here all acoustic.  Overall: A-

48.SMASHING PUMPKINS- july 28th 1998. Shit audience recording, can barely hear any vocals and it sounds muffled and very distant, this actually will bump up the oasis: entertaining stockholm to a D, overall: F

49.SMASING PUMPKINS- june 19th 1998, secret gig. Very good soundboard recording, the only bad thing I noticed is that u can hear a little chirping sound with the high hat cuz the frequency is so damn high, but on lighter tracks its not heard, so not too bad overall. Overall: A
50. SMASHING PUMPKINS: “twilight” tracks 1-11 recorded live at Melkweg, Amsterdam, December 12, 1995. Tracks 12-13: Reading festival, England, August 25, 1995. track 14: American Music Awards January 29, 1996. Track 15: studio outtake. Ok, this is a bland, meshed, flat, bassed out, not-so-sure soundboard recording, don’t ask for it unless you are dying for pain. Overall: C-

51.SMASHING PUMPKINS: “live at fox theater” 1-18 recorded live at Fox theater, Atlanta, Gaon august 4th 1998. Double CD.  This is a very good quality soundboard, the band puts on a great show and adds to the this great setlist.  Theres a little hiss, but it’s a low grade hiss and doesn’t deter from the quality.  Overall: A+

52.SMASHING PUMPKINS: “live in Greece” recorded live at Lycabettus Theater, Athens, Greeceon on june 9, 1998. The quality is on par with the fox theater show, its just this double cd is a little lower in the volume department, so if you make a tape copy you will have to raise the recording volume up to about 5 (4 is the norm for most cds).  19 tracks in all.  Overall:A (Its borderline A to A+)

53.SMASHING PUMPKINS: “live in north Carolina”recorded at Ovens Auditorium, Charlotte, NC on August 6, 1998.  Another double cd set that’s excellent in quality.  It’s a radio broadcast and the first track is a preshow interview with james and D’arcy.  19 tracks in all. Overall: A+

54.SMASHING PUMPKINS: “live at muchmusic” recorded at muchmusic studios in Toronto, ON on July 19, 1998.  single cd,very good soundboard recording, hmm, I really point anything negative on this cd except that it’s a very small venue so it lacks the same punch you get from a theater, nothing really bad though. Overall: A

55. STABBING WESTWARD-“forgotten by the world” (woo hoo!  Finally a SW show!)-  well, of course it couldn’t sound great now could it? That would be really sacriligious if I could actually get something I want the way I want it!  I just got this sucker and the quality is from a radio broadcast and sounds really muddy (wheres the treble man?)  the quality isnt what I expected, way too much fucking bass and lacks high frequencies, so it sounds meshed as if it was recorded in mono!!!!  Yikes!!!  Only ask for this is your dying for it, the worst “soundboard” show I own without a doubt!  Overall: C-

56.THE SUEDE (aka THE LONDON SUEDE). Live from philishalle, Dusseldorf, Germany march 30th 1997. Single cd. Soundboard.  A good show, but a little messy on the bands performance, but overall it’s a  worthy boot to own, overall: B+

57. TOAD THE WET SPROCKET- "back home again" 8/30/97. this is an excellent soundboard recording, could easily be released as a live album, since the band broke up any live recording is worthy.  19 tracks in all. overall: A+

58. TOAD THE WET SPROCKET: "load and clear" the first 7 tracks are acoustic and the last 15 are electric.  this is a very good cd too, all the tracks are soundboard with the acoustic ones having some feedback (?) in em when theres silence but it is hidden when a song starts, overall: A

59. TOAD THE WET SPROCKET- "live in NYC plus bonus tracks.  overall a good set and good sound quality, its soundboard with an intro of the band and its members half way into the set, the extra tracks are from various sources...the last 3 are audience (that’s the only reason why this cd got a A-) overall: A-
