Anatole is best to bring out next


since his fortitude and +1 intercept make him the ideal blocker, just make


him prince asap. Muddled is usually better as blocker than rusher in this


deck since Maris can give him intercept also. Start slowly and then when


people start to be low on pool you can use parity shifts or the kindred


restructure to take victory points, also if you get a pulse to someone or


get Ottavio out you can start to bleed some also, and the army of rats also


helps in creating forward pressure.
