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Unit Title: Picturing Plants

Grade level: Kindergarten

Subject Area: Science/Language Arts

DAY 2 
Essential Question: How can we sort different types of seeds?

Behavioral Objective: Without assistance, the students will work together as a team to classify 7 different types of seeds in 2 different ways. 

QCC Standard: SC.K.5 ( Sorts collections of mater by any physical characteristic. Classifies objects according to pairs of opposite properties such as large, small. SC.K.6 ( Sorts by shape, color, size, and texture. 

Materials:

· 7 different types of seeds
· worksheet made by teacher (sorting sheet)

· large graphic organizer wheel
· J. Saksie. (1994).The Seed Song. Creative Teaching Press: Cypress, CA

Opening/Attention Getter: I will read The Seed Song to introduce the students to the topic of seeds. We will talk about how a seed grows. We will also talk about the fact that not all plants grow by the same seed. We will talk about how seeds can come in different shapes, sizes, and colors. We will then begin our graphic organizer. We will name it “sorting.” I will ask, “How can we sort things out?” –If we have a bunch of buttons poured out on the floor, how would you put them into different groups? –I would sort them by size-- (I might have to give an example to get them started). After we fill our graphic organizer, we will then break into our groups. I will tell them to 1st sort the seeds by (their choice as a group). Then, they will sort by size, color, or shape. 
Heterogeneous grouping: The students will be placed in heterogeneous groups of 2. I will place the students based upon their ability levels (low with middle, middle with high). We may have one group of 3 depending on attendance. 
Activity Appropriate: This activity is appropriate for a group activity because the pair of students only has one set of materials to work with.

Discussion: The students will discuss together what seeds go in which group. 

Application: The students will work as a pair to sort the seeds into different piles on their sorting sheet (As a sponge activity, when students finish early, have them make designs together with the same pieces). 

Share/Debriefing/Identifying: I will have the students tell their partner one way we can sort objects (color, texture, size, shape, etc…). We will then go back over our graphic organizer. We will sing “The Green Grass Grew All Around” while we close up. 
Assessment: Without assistance, the students will work together as a team to classify 7 different types of seeds in 2 different ways.
