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Unit Title: Picturing Plants

Grade level: Kindergarten

Subject Area: Science/Language Arts
Rationale of Unit: I am teaching this unit because it is important for students to know what plants need to grow and survive. I am also teaching this unit because of teacher and student interest in growing and observing the growth of a plant and the Georgia QCC Standards SC.K.12 ( Recognizes the basic needs of most living things (food, sunshine, air, water). 

Unit Goals:

1. To teach students that a plant needs food, water, air, and sunshine to grow and survive.

2. To teach students the difference between living and nonliving things. 
3. To teach students how to observe the changes from a seed to a plant (growth). 
4. To teach students how to sequence events. 
Class Description: 

This is a young kindergarten class of varied abilities. We have one special education student who needs limited modifications. She is able to complete the same work as the other students on all levels except when writing. The majority of the class has summer birthdays, so are young kindergarteners. I have 17 students; 10 girls and 7 boys. We have 2 newer students to our class. They have been here for about a month now. We have distinctive high, middle, and low groups. I usually give the higher students an added detail to their assignment (they always tend to finish quicker than the others). It is always good to give all the students an example of what I expect (visual). I have 2 students who need to sit closer to the board. It is also important that I go over the directions in detail, or some just don’t get it. 

Lesson Description: 

We will be studying about how a plant grows and what is needed for a plant to grow and survive. The students will also have the opportunity to grow a “Green-haired creature” using soil, grass seeds, sunlight, water, etc… They will observe the changes their plant makes over time. At the end of our unit, the students will make a plant book as their post assessment following certain criteria.
