Cooperative Group Lesson

Science: 5th grade

Essential Question: What are some of the major bones in the Skeletal System? How can we identify those major bones?  

Behavioral Objective: Without assistance from the teacher (condition), a pair of students (audience) will be able to work together to label 10 of 14 (degree) major bones on the model skeleton (behavior). 

QCC Standard: SC.5.22—Identifies major body systems and their functions. 

Materials:
· Small model skeleton

· Label attachments

· PowerPoint about skeleton (designed by Eric Bona using Microsoft PowerPoint).

Opening/Attention Getter:
Show the students the PowerPoint presentation to introduce them to the Skeletal System. 

Grouping:

We will have assigned roles and we will number off the students to determine the groups. 

ROLES:

1. Navigator- navigates the PowerPoint 

2. Labeler- attaches the labels to the model after it is discussed and agreed upon. 

3. Holder/Speaker – will hold the skeleton when labeling and will speak for the group during the share/debrief session.

(There will be note cards for the children with the job descriptions)

Activity Appropriate:
This activity is appropriate for a group activity because there will be assigned roles and the students have limited supplies to work with.

Discussion:
The students will discuss and agree upon how to label their model skeleton based on the PowerPoint presentation. (Labels are in the bag with the skeleton). 

Application: 
After discussing and agreeing on the placement of the labels on the skeleton, the group must attach the labels onto the model skeleton. (Labels are in the bag). 

Share/Debriefing/Identifying: (will also be the Review and Closing):
The teacher will call on each group to identify a specific bone. The Speaker of the group will tell which bone they listed and why. 

Assessment:
Without assistance from the teacher (condition), a pair of students (audience) will be able to work together to label 10 of 14 (degree) major bones on the model skeleton (behavior). ((((Additional assessment- WS with numbers, the students must work alone to identify the numbered part on the skeleton model getting 13/15 correct----TEST!!)))
