If private practice is canceled the day you are scheduled to work, you are to report to polyclinic.

VISITATION:

1.  Third and fourth year students are permitted two excused absences per session from Polyclinic.  These are to visit externships, clerkships, and attend residency interviews, etc.

2.  Two weeks notice must be given in order to have off an excused absence for a polyclinic day.  Minimums of 2-3 students are permitted off each afternoon.  Do not drop off request forms to request a polyclinic day off in Mary Gates’ bin; you must speak with her during student hours.
3.  A student is given an unexcused absence when they neglect to call when they are going to be absent from polyclinic or private practice; or when a student skips a session to visit a program without prior approval.  Unexcused absences require a 5-1 makeup.


SURGERY

If you are scheduled to assist with a surgery and will need to miss polyclinic, you should contact Mary Gates to fill out the proper paperwork.
