· Ron Galimore cont….

The next “Technique” magazine will have a call for nominations for the positions of National Membership Director (NMD) to the USA Gymnastics Board of Directors.  The Men’s Program Positions are currently held by Mike Burns and Abie Grossfeld.  The positions are four year positions which are limited to two terms.  The process provides for nominations to be placed with the Regional Chairmen who in turn will present six nominees to the Men’s Program Committee (MPC).  The MPC will then narrow the nominees to four who will be voted upon by the USA Gymnastics Professional Membership no fewer than six weeks prior to the Fall Meeting of the USA Gymnastics Board of Directors.  Mr. Galimore stated that the current NMD had been doing an excellent job.  Both Mike and Abie are finishing their first terms.  
Mr. Galimore explained that he attended the NCAA Convention which included a panel discussion addressing Olympic Sports and what can be done to secure the future of these sports at the NCAA level. Mr. Galimore noted that Dick Aronson had spearheaded the efforts to get the topic addressed.  NCAA and USOC are developing a task force to maintain the level of Olympic Sport involvement at the NCAA level and to look for ways to increase the numbers of programs which are offered.  USOC is committed to developing a full time staff member to address these problems, interacting directly with Collegiate Presidents and Athletic Directors.  
The IOC Men’s Technical Committee elections will be held in October of 2004 (in Turkey)
· Yoichi Tomita - USAG Vice Chair for Men’s Gymnastics

Mr. Tomita reported that due to the results that the Men’s Program has produced and the excellent contributions from so many that the Men’s Program is regarded very highly and serves as a model for the other disciplines.  Mr. Tomita commented that one of the key factors is that everyone is working together with no inter program fighting – noting that everyone is working towards the same goal: to win the Gold Medal in the Olympic Games.  
· Ron Brant – Senior Men’s National Team Coordinator
Mr. Brant complimented everyone on responding to all the challenges given to them, resulting in our recent successes.  Mr. Brant noted that the performances which were shown at the World Championships in ’03 will not win at the Olympic Games – the judges will expect more and everyone else is stepping the level up. We must move forward to show “mastery of the event.” Our goal as a national team is to win a team medal.  To position ourselves we must be able to stay with the other teams until the last event – making sure that we are close enough to medal and putting our athletes into the mindset of wanting to have the honor of being the determining routine and having the confidence to produce a flawless performance (as we did in ’84).  One major suggestion which Mr. Brant offered is to have coaches and athletes consider how they would be able to contribute to the Olympic effort in a 3 up – 3 count team competition. If you can provide the scores that will help us win.  We don’t have a lot of guys who are putting up 9.9 or higher vaults on a regular, daily basis, so any who can answer the call to vault will have an edge on making the Olympic Team.  China and Japan have both “woken” in response to how well we have been doing internationally.  We will only send gymnasts to World Cup events who will get to finals!  We need to be making a showing at finals events.  USOC was able to help with acquiring the new equipment so that we can train on the identical equipment which will be used in the Olympic Games.  
· Dennis McIntyre – Junior National Team Coordinator

Mr. McIntyre provided a handout (on file with these minutes) and commented that we have gymnasts in our program now who are working towards the ’08 and ’12 Olympics.  Mr. McIntyre also commented on his report on the recent trip to China noting that a copy will be forwarded via E-mail to all who would like one, simply E-mail a request to Mr. McIntyre. 

· Bo Morris –Men’s Program Manager 
Mr. Morris explained about the planned JO Compulsory Program Clinics which will be held on a Regional Level two weeks after JO Nationals.  These are posted on the Web and available for registration now. A DVD format will be available for the Video tapes and a CD ROM will be available for the Text (replacing the Red Compulsory Book).  JO Nationals will be in Houston Texas in ’05.  
· Ron Brant – Senior Men’s National Team Coordinator
Mr. Brant reviewed the accomplishments of the Senior Team as follows:

- ‘03 World Championships – Silver Medal Team, Gold All Around and  Floor for Paul Hamm

- ’03 World Cup – Guard Young Silver on Floor Ex, Alex Artemev qualified to finals on PH
- ’03  Pan American Games - Bronze Team, David Durante Silver in All Around, Clay Strother Silver on FE and Bronze on PH

- ’03 Chunichi Cup – Sean Townsend  Bronze on FE, Jason Furr was finalist
· Miles Avery – Men’s Program Committee Senior Coaches Representative
The MPC Selected Kevin Mazieka as the Olympic Coach.  The MPC will be developing the Olympic Team make up and any input must be provided to the MPC on a timely basis.  Minutes for the MPC can be found most quickly on the USAG Web site.  
· Steve Butcher – reporting for Butch Zunich who is unavailable for the meeting

Regarding NGJA issues there should be no major problems.  NGJA will have their elections coming up shortly.  Input from coaches is welcome.  Since the NGJA is a service organization for Men’s Gymnastics Mr. Zunich suggests that you get with your Regional Technical Directors for any help you may need regarding judging issues.  

· Board of Directors Report – Mike Burns 

Mike complimented Yoichi Tomita on his professionalism as a member of the Executive Committee and member of the Board of Directors.  The USAG BOD will be only meeting one time per year now. 
· World University Games – Yoshi Hayasaki (Delegation Leader)
Mr. Hayasaki reported that it was a very exciting event and that 21 Countries entered as teams and 10 additional countries entered individuals.  A great opportunity for NCAA Gymnasts and we placed 7th as a team (highest since 1991).  Competitors were Kevin Tan, Marshal Erwin, Scott Vetere, Guillermo Alverez, Justin Spring, Heath Mueller. Kevin Tan placed 18th AA.  Justin Spring qualified to Finals on FE, Erwin and Tan qualified to SR finals.  The WUG is held every 2 years and will be in Turkey in ’05. Coaches for the Team were head Coach Kurt Golder and Assistant Coach Louis Levine.
· Treasures Report – Reviewed by President Burns (Ferris had athletes competing)

· National Coaches Association – Roger Baldwin
Mr. Baldwin stated that with new leadership the organization will be more productive.  Annual dues are $10.00. A web site will be up and running soon (www.usamensgca.org).  Mr. Burns complimented Tim Klempnauer and Bill Foster for their work in “resurrecting” the organization.  

· Kelly Crumley – Vice President USECAFMG

Mr. Crumley reported on the results of a meeting between Ron Ferris, Stacy Maloney and himself held during the Windy City Invite.  The USECAFMG is looking for it’s identity and a means to increase membership.  The main question is how far down the list should we go in looking for voting members.  The levels are viewed as a group who coach senior athletes and younger coaches who coach junior athletes who are elite bound.  The senior group is more politically oriented and the younger group is looking for more educationally oriented.  Fred Rothlesberger stated that the group is just the right size and the group should not try to be everything to everyone.  According to Mr. Roghlesberger the group should serve primarily as an advisor to the MPC.  Fred Turoff pointed out that the information is available to anyone who wishes to join as an Associate Member.  Ron Brant suggested that the USECAFMG host a workshop and to provide a means of getting people involved at the USAG Congress through presentations.  Mr. Brant felt that money could be raised to fund USECAFMG members to attend and video tape World Championship type events.  Selling video tapes of the clinics or the world championships would be a means for raising money.  The Website is considered as the primary source for information distribution.  Bill Foster suggested that the best way to develop top level coaches was to mentor young coaches through the USECAFMG.
