MARVIN JOHN PERDIDO

Marvin Perdido: A gold that shines, humble and priceless

"Hindi lahat ng kumikinang ay ginto", a maxim once said. I don't
give a damn for I have with me Marvin John Perdido, a 4th year
Electronics and Communications Engineering and a renowned
emerging `gold' in the history of the Polytechnic University of the
Philippines (PUP) in Sta. Mesa, Manila as he blows his own horn in
today's standout.

But despite simplicity, never underestimate him. He's
very `dangerous' guy. Don't react much for I say dangerous in the
sense that `you get want you want' from him. Real people of good
reputation (Even the military and police salute). And of course,
dangerous in a sense that he really is a man of principled
leadership.

Recognized and awarded as "Gintong Mag-aaral 2003", the most
prestigious award given to students of PUP-College of Engineering,
he is also noted with leadership laureate recognition where his
shotgun shell was stored in a family called "SPECTRUM".

Spectrum, established in 1993, is the official student publication
of the college where he mounted his career's launching pad. This
staff writer-turned-two-year-news editor-landed-editor in chief of
the paper is known for exemplary leadership even during the early
part of his assumption to Office. Without hesitation, he admitted
that's everything was started when he join the publication in
2001. "After that, everything goes na."

And like any other leaders in the history, there's a booming part of
his leadership. He was a team player, news editor, when Spectrum,
two-time nominee to the Catholic Mass Media Awards (CMMA) for
Student Organ became finalist in 2002. Aside from that, he has been
offered to run for student government in the college where he
deprived for personal reservations.

But I'll be
prioritizing the offer in the Electronics and Communications
Engineering Student Socitety if in case."

Asked about the starting point of his involvement in the college, he
quoted:"When I was still in my first year, he confessed, I feel like
any other guy next door, meaning, ordinary student who goes to
school for the sake of academics alone, goes back home (after
malling perhaps) and sleeps whenever he wants to. But I didn't see
it as life for me. When I suspect that I could do more, I
immediately try new things.

Ngayon tuloy feeling ko
from time to time, I have something to take care of (pangalan,
reputasyon at responsibilidad)".

"It's nice that you see that because of reputation, you earn
respect. You see I'm not a bossy type but people especially my
classmates even give me "special treatment" in class. And what I
learned more, he continued, is that people gain trust and
credibility without saying or asking for it. It's given
automatically when one has established a good name."

In the issue on activism, on the other hand, he said he was bothered
by the recent event in PUP main campus. "It was, for me, very
unethical and unreasonable. Pati tuloy `yung mga estudyanteng
nanahimik e apektado. That demonstration (featured twice or twice in
national television) made parents of our students here to worry kung
involve ba `yung mga anak nila or hindi.."

Born on January 25, 1983 to Mr. Ben C. Perdido, who died in 1989
when he was 6 and Mrs. Tessie Perdido, Marvs plans to practice his
profession after graduation and settle for communication arts
studies as preparation for his dream to author inspirational
books.

But to this guy, it's better
to be humble and priceless than to be precious and glow less.

Kaakbay - TPYD is a non-stock, non-profit, non-government, and non-
aligned cross-sectoral youth organization duly recognized by the
National Youth Commission (NYC).
Kaakbay-TPYD endeavors to advance peaceful coexistence, mutual
tolerance and understanding between and among the Tri-People and
educate them about the diversity and common historical and ethnic
roots of the different Malayo-Polynesian or Austronesian tribes
present in Mindanao (i.e. Cebuano, Boholano, Chavacano, Kapampangan,
Ilonggo, Tagalog, Ilocano, Maranao, Maguindanaon, Tausug, Iranun,
Sangir, Badjao, Samal, Kolibugan, B'laan, Teduray, T'boli, Subanen,
Manobo, Batak, etc.) through constructive peace-building in the form
of awareness campaigns such as trainings and other capability-
building programs.
