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Commissioner’s Notes

The Shoeless Joe League gets set for its 16th season of play.  For 2006, the league brings in two new GMs, Richard Simons and Dave Alden, to replace departing GMs Ron and Bill Young.  After joining the league, Simons immediately announced the move from Caracas to Las Vegas, further inflaming tensions between the Venezuelan government of Hugo Chavez and the U.S. government of Bozo the Clown.  Alden decided he liked the feel of London, as he used to have another franchise there, and is keeping the Rippers in the UK for now.  A third GM, Paul Tisevich, is also new to the league.  Paul joins Manny Rosario as Ft. Lauderdale beefs up its front office after completing its most successful season in the five-year history of the franchise.  

In addition to offering a warm welcome to the newcomers, this first newsletter will feature a new look for the organizational reports.  These pithy one-page summaries are designed for ease of use, especially to help GMs examine other rosters quickly and efficiently to maximize trade possibilities.  I have included an intro summary that highlights team achievements over the past five-year stretch.  

Key upcoming dates to remember:  Jan. 8-14; the timeframe to send bids on the 2006 free agents to the commissioner by e-mail.  January 14 is the deadline for receiving bids.  I’ll be announcing the winners on Sunday, January 15.

The March draft is set for Saturday, March 11, at 10 am eastern time.  As always, we’ll use the free on-line chat session, Chatzy, for the proceedings. 

SJL Award Winners in Assorted Categories
The Mini-Dynasty Award:  David Hess and the Harrisburg Heroes, after having won two SJL World Series and three division titles while posting 100 plus wins in three of the past four seasons.  

The Most Sustained Improvement Award:  Doug Krippendorf and the Hagerstown Hobgoblins, who have risen from 46 to 69 to 75 and to 92 wins over the past 4 years.

The Extreme Rollercoaster Award:  Dan Skidmore-Hess and the wild and crazy Savannah Carpetbaggers, who have appeared in two SJL World Series in 2002 and 2004, winning the title in the latter year, sandwiched around a 72 win season in 2003 and a 52 win season in 2005.

The Minor League Depth Award:  Rolf Samuels and the Moline Greens, who slightly edge out Harrisburg for this award.  Moline boasts 13 prospects who are rated B or higher, while Harrisburg is next with 11.  That should make these clubs tough for a long time to come.

The Best Way to Leave the League Award:  Ron Young and the former Caracas Polar Bears, who won 90 plus games in three consecutive seasons (2003-2005), including World Series appearances in 2003 and 2005 before fleeing Caracas amid political scandal.  He now resides in Ft. Myers, Florida.

The Other Powerhouse Award:  Al Melchior’s Baltimore Hons have achieved outstanding seasons that have fallen just short of championships.  Al’s Baltimore squad has won 84, 100 and 94 games in three of the past four years, with one World Series appearance and two consecutive playoff appearances.  

The Best Second Place Team Award:  John Reggio’s Newark Five Spot.  John has won 84, 91 and 93 games in his first three years in the league, each time being in the playoff hunt and just missing the playoffs by one game in 2005!

The Quickest Turnaround Award:  Nick Shosho and the Durham Knights.  Nick took over the old Leones de Miami from Carlos Barrera, systematically dismantled them in 2004 to the tune of a 49-113 record, and in record time was in playoff contention in 2005 with an 85-77 mark.  Now that’s rebuilding!
