John Hannah & Edgardo Alvello. Fisheries Operations in Chile.


John stood in for David Lyttle who was unable to attend.  John described the very long narrow skinny country, three times longer than NZ, with three times the population.  On the other hand NZ had twice the GDP, but Chiles` growth rate exceeds that of NZ.


There is a lot of foreign investment in Chile, and the Government has poured a lot of capital into the fisheries, particularly aquaculture, which is looking at growing over fifty different species of fish, some being brought in from other parts of the world.

Edgardo, manages Friosaur Fisheries in Chacabuco, which is in the South of the country, where there are numerous Islands.  The population density in the area is relatively low, the fisheries gives work to many who would otherwise have no employment.  Joint venture operations are undertaken with many countries, including Sealords New Zealand.


The factory processes some 30,000 tons of fish annually, 98% is exported.


Edgardo is also a Rotarian, and President Elect.  His Club has some 20 members.  They meet on Friday nights at 9.30, and around 11pm they start playing cards!!  The Club has been going for 35 years, and is particularly interested in helping schools with books and equipment such as computers.
