Director of the Nelson School of Music.





David is a talented trombone player, with an impressive background of musical experience. He came to the School last October, and is its 14th Director.  He encouraged us to purchase a new chair for the auditorium for $300, then go and sit in it, 


1) For the Gala Centennial Concert of the School on Tuesday September 4th, with Dame Malvina Major, and


2) For a Concert by world-renowned jazz pianist and arranger Alan Broadbent, on Tuesday September 11th.


He then told us of the link between those who make music from a young age, and later high achievement in academic and technical fields.- it creates "exercise for the mind".


We then learned of the history of the School, with generous donations from Thomas Cawthron and J.H.Cock. 


There are now 50 teachers associated with the School, and 300 enrolled students. Teaching is of a very high quality, as illustrated by the Schools Chamber Group taught by Mary Ayre and Martin Prokopetz, who are in the


finals of the Secondary Schools competition in Auckland.


Grants of $200,000 are required annually to run the School.


The evening concluded with a delightful violin Solo from Suyen Rae, accompanied by Martin Prokapetz on guitar, then a brilliant rendition of Czardas by the Tanner`s Rachael (piano) and Jonathon (violin).  


An excellent evening acknowledged appropriately by Jack Auton.
