Keith Palmer   	         Wakatu Incorporation


Wakatu Incorporation chief executive Keith Palmer shared a valuable insight into the history, activities and management of the Incorporation. Keith was appointed Chief Executive Officer in 1998 and uses mainly consultants and contractors (approx 28) to assist him with the development of this emerging giant. The Wakatu Incorporation was born from the NZ Land Co in 1840 and is owned by the descendants of 254 families from various iwi in the top of the south. Shares can only be traded internally. A few years ago the activities revolved mainly around land but have expanded to fishing, paua, wines, forestry, tourism, land development and commercial and residential property. In addition an important part of their future is to develop Business Education opportunities for Maoris. Payout of profit is limited to 40% and current exports have reached $40 million. Borrowings are restricted to 30% of assets; Wakatu now indirectly employs 420 people.
