The life and times of Peter Noonan:


Peter joined our club in March this year after 12 years with Nelson Central.  Born in Christchurch in the year Ed Hilary climbed Everest Peter went to school at Riccarton Primary, Our Lady of Victories, St Thomas's and then Riccarton High School.  His keen interest and active participation in sport started at an early age.  After a brief rugby career he decided to play soccer, in spite of his father being President of the Marist Rugby Club and a member of the Canterbury RFU!  He represented Canterbury at soccer at U14 and U16 played for the SI at U16 as well as captaining the Riccarton High School 1st Soccer and Cricket XI's. He has played Central League soccer in Wellington and Masterton, Mercantile League cricket in Wellington and senior cricket and soccer in Masterton and Nelson. More recently he has played squash, has a 9 handicap at golf, runs half marathons and has a jetski capable of 84kph! In proposing the vote of thanks Lester Wilson remarked that it was surprising the Peter managed to 


fit in a career in valuation among his sporting activities!  He did so however, after selecting the Valuation Dept from the phone book and started as a clerk in Christchurch before moving to Wellington. By great good luck he was able to become a Valuation Cadet when one of the 8 cadets due to start the same day that Peter arrived, failed to turn up! A 4 year course at Polytech followed with in-service training culminated in him  completing his qualifications in 1974. He was posted to Masterton for 14 months before coming to Nelson in 1976. Only a few days (=$3.34) short of the 4 years he was required to serve out under his $1000 bond to the Valuation Department he joined Peter Cook at Duke and Cook as a partner in the practice which has now grown to include 6 registered valuers.  Apart from residential valuations Peter spoke of interesting commercial work for the Corrections Department and DoC as well as Ngawhatu and Tourist Properties. He also told us how rating valuation for Local Authorities is now contestable, currently done by Quotable Value but that the business will be open for competitive tender again next year. It is possible that Nelson City will not have capital valuation done in future, only land valuation and the absence of this public information is likely to provide opportunities for Peter's practice in future. Peter is a Fellow of NZPI and the vice-president of that professional body.  In a life outside of sport and work, Peter is married to Gail and they have two children, Michael and Christine.
