Last meeting





Ian Spence      	 		 Zimbabwe


Ian, a 3rd generation Zimbabwean, and his wife Linda left their home in Zimbabwe to come to Nelson a year ago and he painted a horrifying picture of the destruction of a country. 5 years ago, Zimbabwe was a country much like New Zealand with a strong infrastructure and a vigorous economy. Today it has 50% unemployment, is rife with judicial and police corruption, its population face starvation, the infrastructure is in tatters, democratic rights have been subverted and the Government is determined to hold on to power at any cost.


This has occurred because incumbent Robert Mugabe, who has been President since independence 20 years ago, saw his probable loss in a democratic election due to the exposure of his government as incompetent and corrupt. 5 years ago he began a series of law changes designed to prevent any opposition being able to effectively challenge his Zanu PF party. This has culminated in the arming of the unemployed and the politicisation and racialisation of land issues. Illegal occupation has been encouraged and violence and murder condoned to drive white settlers from the land. As a result crops and stock have been destroyed, new planting missed and the farming economy and the food source of the nation has been destroyed. The opposition Movement for Democratic Change is, in Ian's opinion, unlikely to be able to win the elections due to be held in six weeks time because of the corruption and certain vote rigging. 


The problems are not racial - the MDC is a multicultural, multiracial organisation. Ian cannot believe the continuing unwillingness of the outside world to condemn Mugabe and asks ' Why do the rules change when the colour changes?'


In summing up he urged us to appreciate and value what we have in New Zealand and that we take for granted.
