Our Guest Speaker JOHN GULLY returned to remind us of his expeditions in the early 90's to clean up trash at Base Camp on Mt Everest with evocative descriptions of 20 teenagers up to their knees in ice cold water picking up empty cans, eventually shifting 5,000Kgm of rubbish to below ground. �In 1989 he resumed expeditions and by contact with a NASA team boned up on Physiology now having Guru status on Altitude Sickness.�He returns twice yearly with Expeditions of either teenagers or adventurous adults and has formed a link in patronage for the Janasewa Primary School in Sano Gumela Village at Khumbu.�Initially 1200 books were supplied as a basis for a library followed a year later by white-boards in the classrooms.�His current fund-raising has a target of $5,000 to build a Medical Clinic at the school, to be staffed by a young polio survivor eager to complete a course in primary health care.�John's energy and passion was most evident and I am sure we all wish him success in his venture.
