Sally Mottram             Restorative Justice

Sally has been in New Zealand for six years, initially involved in Social work, but since last September, she has taken up the challenge of Restorative Justice.

Such a concept is not new, and has been practised on The Marae for a very long time.

Essentially both victim and offender are given the opportunity to meet each other and express their feelings.  

The victims are able to articulate their feelings to the offender, while the offender may indicate his reasons for committing the offense. - In Court proceedings the victim is usually not a contributor, while a lawyer who speaks on his behalf usually represents the offender.  The offender may never front up and take personal responsibility for his actions

Not all offenders show remorse, nor are all victims desirous of meeting the offender.  Questions often put, are- why was I targeted, the emotional trauma caused, how to put it right-.  Apologies and financial recompense may be discussed.

This presentation lead to some robust discussion, ranging from agreeing with the process, to clapping the offender in "The Stocks".  There is no doubt that the concept is still very much in its "incubation stage". As Rex Morris put it -"The seeds may germinate, give them time to grow".  Saving some is better than saving none.
