What`s New at the Cawthron Institute.


Graeme Robertson was able to share with us the very exciting news of the innovative leading edge research being carried out at the Glenhaven Centre. By evolving excellent techniques and tremendously hard work, "The Team" has established a selective shellfish-breeding programme, for both Mussels and Pacific Oysters.  They have been able to develop oysters four times the size of some of those randomly bred.  Through "arranged marriages" of the mussels they have now produced seventy eight separate families.  This is a quite remarkable first and has huge potential for the whole shellfish industry.


The Editor of Seafood NZ has published a four page article about this work, in his journal, describing it as the most exciting development in thirty years.
