Judge John Walker gave us an insight into the world of youth crime and identified consistent themes of disrupted childhood, disrupted education, family violence and dysfunction, unemployment and the fact that 80% of offenders have, or have had, drug and alcohol dependency or abuse problems.


Drug habits require funding and are the major reason for acquisitive crimes such as burglary and violent robberies.


Judge Walker sits as judge in a pilot Youth Drug Court in Christchurch dealing with recidivist young offenders. A team approach is taken and consistency among the caseworkers over many months can result in lives being changed. Judge Walker described this as 'therapeutic jurisprudence".  


The pilot programme will continue until at least next March and, if it continues to be able to demonstrate successes, commitments from the Ministries of Justice and Health have been made for it to be extended to other areas.
