Despite unrest, Synchronised National Immunisation Days were held in


Afghanistan and Pakistan last year and this year in 17 countries in West Africa and 4 in Central Africa.  During 2000 there were 3,000 cases in 27 countries, in 2001 only 9 countries reported cases and only 3 of these had more than 5 cases - 122 in India, 12 in Pakistan and 9 in Nigeria.
